That it shall not be lawful for any person ar persons to
chase, hunt, shoot, take or kill any Deer, Fawn, Moose
or Eik of any species, either with or with out hounds of any
breed or sort, or to allow any ‘hound of any kind or sort

15 belonging to° him or them, orin his or their possession, or
under his or their control, to be used for such pur-
pose, or to follow such chase of its own accord and un-
accompanied by any person, within this Province, except
duung the period between the first of August and the

20 first of January in each following yeal, any Taw to th(,
contrary notwithstanding.
