U.N. delegates visit

The U of A International Centre
will host a visit from five senior
officials from a number of United
Nations organizations.

The visiting representatives will
be speaking to a variety of groups
on and off campus about such
topics as sustainable development,
economic recovery in Africa,
women and development, and
debt restructuring for third world
countries.

The representatives will be on
campus November 21 and 22 as
part of a three city tour, the two
other cities being Minnesota and
Winnipeg.

According to Jan Gelfand,
one of the coordinators of the
