The Ottomans long acknowledged 
(from 1535 in Suleiman’s treaty with 
Francis I) the Christian and Jewish 
historical claims on that locality. 
Moslems certainly never valued the

approximately 430 texts directly de­
voted to Palestine with another 1,400 
incidental and indirect references 
about this locality known as Pales­
tine, The Holy Land, La Terra Sainte, 
or Israel. About 25 per cent of this 
mediocre record concerns the land 
between biblical times till the Balfour 
Declaration, and all accounts testify 
to a ruined and desolate country in 
the 18th and 19th centuries. This is 
verified by reports from surveyors 
(C. R. Condar, H. Kitchener), ge­
ologists (E. Hull), and diplomats (W.
