(a) Canada and the United States will continue after the war 
to consult and cooperate on defence wtters along the

lines developed since the eetabllehwnt of the Permanent Joint Board on Defence In 19^0. The P.J»B.D. will be maintains 
as part of the machinery for joint defence planning.
(b) Canada will not be willing to permit the united States to 

provide and maintain defence installations In Canadian
territory. Canada will Itself provide, maintain and operate all such installations, with the possible exception of fac­
ilities lnstallsd by International agraewnt In special cases.
