It le noted that the United Kingdom government justify their 

appreelatlon of the outeeme of a possible Japanese attaek on Canada 
on the assumption that sueh an attaek would liodlstely result la 
bringing the united States forees Into active partlelpatloa. The 
Canadian government consider that while this is probable It eaaaot 
be aeeepted ae a certainty In all eases, and In any event It Is 
obviously necessary for us to have sufficient forees available to 
provide effective eo-eperstlen with ear neighbour and to assure the 
Canadian publie regarding our defensive measures. The Canadian 
government agree that while a sustained Japanese attaek on Canada 
may be improbably, there Is a large Japanese population In British , 
Columbia whieh might become disaffected and a serious memaee even 
prior to any actual attaek or even prior to any eetual state of war, 
This was one of the dangers In mind when reference was made to the 
needs of heme defence in the first paragfaph of our telegram 884

of June 87th.
8. From OanmlUtry telegram 707 of July 6th it appears 

that upon arrival of convoy "0* from the United Kingdom early this 
month the full complement of the military forces considered 
necessary for the defenee of leeland will have reaehed the Island, 
except for the remainder of the Canadian troop* mentioned In Fart 
n of our telegram 834 and the heavy antl-aireraft gin* referred 
to la your telegram 1001 of June 88th. The remainder ef the 
Canadian troepa referred to In part II of our 884 Is being 
despatched about July 18th. The despatch of the remainder ef 
the 2nd Division would ef oouree be in relief of United Kingdom 
foree* and would not Increase the defenee* of leeland.
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
