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ence over the Indians make what en-
croachments they pleafe on our poflef-
fions ? There are few inftances, 1 take
it, where the French in their treaties
have been bubbled with things merely
titular ; they have generally fecured to
- themfelves fomething folid, or patch’d
up terms {pecioufly modeft, but which
they could break with impunity and
advantage. That the pofleffion of Ca-
nada fimply, and the weftward of the
lakes, is merely titular, muft appear to
every man who will only caft his eye
on the map of that country. He will
there fee that whoever pofiefles the do-
minion of lake Ontario and the pafs
at Niagara, muft engrofs the whole
furr trade. Niagara is the great and
immediate mart for all thofe numerous
tribes of Indians who inhabit the weft-
ward of the lakes, and whom we
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
