He says: “This war was not desir-
ed by any of the peoples affected, nor
was it kindled to promote the welfare
of the Germans or any other people
It was created by the common action
of the German and Austrian war par-
ties in the obscurity of semi-ahsolu-
ism and secret diplomacy, in order to
anticipate their adversaries. At the
same time, the war is a Napoleonic at-
tempt to unnerve and crush the grow-
ing labor movement.”
