General Serrail is directing the 
united operations of the Allies 
with General Cordonnier com 
manding the French troops.

These operations have been 
long expected as a part of the co­
ordinated offensive of the Allies 
on all fronts. Its opening follows 
tine arrival of Genera! Cordonnier 
after an extended conference with 
officials here.

Advices received at Paris indi­
cate that Germans and Bulgars 
were seeking to anticipate the 
movement by taking the offensive 
on the left where, the Serbs have 
moved up to within 25 miles of 
Mon astir holding Fiorina as an 
observation, the orders were not 
to attempt to retain Fiorina if 
thev were attacked.
