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ORIGIN AND NATURE OF THE DISEASE

The following extracts are taken
from a paper on “Tuberculosis in.Cat-
tle,” read by David McCrae, of Guelph,
at a Farmers' Institute meeting. He
has freely used a work of a French
scientist of well known reputation,
Prof. Ed. Necard, which has been’ re-
cently ~translated, and is the latest
scientific work on the subject.

Tuberculosis is no new disease. W, lnn
it began its ravages no one knows, It
was known to the ancients, and its
various manifestations among cattle
were described many centuries ago. It
is frequept among pigs, and rarer
among sheep and goats. It is mnot
common among horses, but if a horse
contracts the disease it .rums a rapid
course and soon ‘becomes gemeralized
and fatal. Giraffes, antelopes, llamas,
gazelles, etc., in zoological gardens are
decimated by it, and it is the one dis-
ease that kills nearly all the monkeys
brought to Europe. Among the birds
of the poultry yard the disease is very
common, and often assumes an epi-
demic character,

e contagion o ftuberculosis is of a
particular kind, and transmissions only
take place as the regult of an intimaie
and prolonged living  together.  Just
how the disease spreads amaong catlle
is not kn Just when a~ diseased
animal be¢omes dangerous to others has
not been olearly shown. The sojourn
in a c¢mmon pasture may be looked upon
as practically free from danger. There
seems to-be little risk of infection = at
a distance through the air, even al a
short distanco, Cows in one end of Lthe
stable were all found healthy, while in
the other end connected by an open
door, they were nearly all tuberculcus.
One range in a stable has been found
infected while the other range remained
healthy: Ill-ventilated, badly cleaned
stabl where animals are all kept tied
for a long tim>, seem to favor the spread
of the disease. A stable may become in-
fected and ;2 dangerous to animals
brought into it.

It may be moticed
when the stable is opened in  the
morning, after drinking, or_when the
animal rises. If taken out and given
a quick run it may cough. As the
disease progresses coughing may be-
come more frequent; while not throw-
ing oul the mucus thie animal may be
noticed swallowing it. The skin loses
its kindly feel, and the hair becomes
dull and dry. The cow stands with her
elbows out, and there is sometimes a
peculiar tendengy to shrink if pres-
sure is put over the kidneys. All these
signs are vague enough, but careful
watching make them valuable 1o
breeders. Finally, the disease may not
be confined (o one part,. several may
be attacked. When the tuberculosis
becomes general the development of
the disease is extremely rapid.

All the inspectors at public slaughter-
houses egree that a case of tuberculosis
of the calfl is very rare. At Munich,
in Germany, an average of 160,000
calves ¢ killed for veal every year,
and all are carefully inspected. Out of
this number there were found tubercu-
lous five in five years, or one per 160
000. At Lyons, Fr: e, five were found
out of 400,000; at Berlin, Germany, four
out of 150,000. All these are sections
where the number of diseased’ cows
high. In Saxony, the most
affected country in Europe,
about forty-five per cent.
are diseased, there were
three calves out  of 85,000,
per cent. - It must also be
that none of these calves
under three wevks 1d most
were from six weeks 1o {wo
old.

The mic may be
system, and may. not be able {o obiain
a lodgment; it at once thrown off;
or having obtained a place and begun
to work, it may be stopped, isolated,
and rendered hatmless by the work of
a healthy system. That this is often
the case is shown by the large num-
ber of animals noticed in the slaughter-
houses by the inspectors in which the
dise has been stopped and hedled.
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Professor Nocard has carefully experi-
mented for many ye has fed cats
and kittens, pigs, dogs, calves and ot her
animals, large guantities of raw tuber-
culous meat, (%ie very worst he could
find of animals suffering from general
tuberculosis, without producing the dis-
ease.  Professor Perroncito, of Turin,
fed eighteen young pigs on raw meat
of condemned tuberculous animals - for
five months, and could find no trace of
the disease in any of them. In Ger-
many the instructions issued regarding
the careful inspection at slaughter-
houses in that Empire s ‘In fact,
the very numerous experiments made
at Berlin, and a great number of Ger-
man universities prove that, with the
exveption of the very rare cases in
which tubercular nodules are found in
the muscles, ingestion (eating) of
meat from tubercular animals is power-
less to transmit tuberculosis. The meat
of tuberculous animals is to be declar-
ed not unwholesome iof the animal being
in good condition, the tubercular nodules
exist in one organ alone, or in two or
more organs which ‘are in connection
with each other, either directly or by
means of blood vessels, which do not
belong to the general circulation.” This
important document is signed by the
Minister of the Interior, the Minister
of Agriculture, the Minister of Pub-
lic Instruction and Hygiene, and the
Minister of Commetce and Industries!
There is therefore no danger from the
use of raw meat from tuberculous ani-
mals when the disease has not become
general; there is none whatever if the
meat of any kind be thoroughly cook-
ed. There is more danger from milk,

Third, that practically the
danger from the ingestion of raw milk
only exists for persons who use it as
their sole or principal food; that is
to say, tyoung children and invalids.
Fourth, that to avoid all danger it ¥
sufficient to bring the milk to a boil
before it is consumed. 1t has been al-
leged that the boiling of milk renderd
it indigestible, and causes it to lose
much of its nutritive value. This is
absolutely  untrue, All doctors who
have made a study of the question are
now agreed that children digest boil-
ed milk just as well, if not better, thamn
raw milk. Moreover, the substitution
of boiled milk for raw. has not only
the advantage of abolishing all danger
from tuberculosis, but it also has a
marked effect in diminishing the num-
ber of deaths and illnesses due to in-
testinal affections, which are so com-
mon in hot weather.
