The Toronto and Hamilton Men, the Queenslanders, Some Regulars and a
Couple of Quns Engaged-----Few Casualties on the British Side-----None
Reported Amongst Canadians-----Officers Under Whom Our Men Fought
-----Details of the Battle-----Splendid Conduct of All the Colonial Troops
Under Fire-----Three Brave Queenslanders KllJjed-----Oen. White Reports
That Twenty Deaths Have Occurred From Fever-----Tugela Now Ford­
able-----General Duller Expected to Shortly Renew His Attempt to
Cross the River-----More Officers Reported to Have Been Wounded at
Mafeking.

Belm,oiit, Cape Colony, Jan. 2.—A de­
spatch from the Associated Press 
representative at Dover farm, dated 
Jan. 1st, says :

A mountedxforce consisting of 100 
Canadians, the Toronto company, and 
200 Queenslanders, commanded by 
Col. Rickards, two guns and a horse 
battery under Major De Rougemont, 
40 mounted infantry under Lieut. 
Ryan, and 210 of the Cornwall Light 
Infantry, the whole commanded by 
Col. Pilcher, left Belmont yesterday 
at noon on a march westward, cover­
ing twenty miles before sunset.

The force encamped at Cook’s farm, 
where the troops were welcomed 
enthusiastically.

At G o’clock this morning the force 
approached a spot where a laager of 
the Boers was reported. Col. Pilcher, 
on approaching the position, which 
was a line or strong kopjes, detached 
Major De Rougemont with the guns, 
Torontos and mounted infantry, to 
work towards the right, making a 
turning movement himself with the 
Queenslanders towards the south 
l>otiitiôn.

The manoeuvre was a complete suc­
cess. The British shells were the first 
Indication of the presence of the 
troops. The Boers left their laager 
and opened fire, but the Queenslanders 
completing the movement, the laager 
was captured, with. 40 prisoners.

The British casualties were two men 
killed, three wounded and one missing. 
The whole force worked admirably. 
The two men killed belonged to the 
Queensland contingent.

' Strength of the Enemy,
The Times’ correspondent reports 

the etiemy’s strength as from 5,000 
to 7,000, but the figures are probably 
too large. Major-General French has 
cut oTf the retreat to the road 
bridge over tlie Orange'River, but the 
enemy was in line for tlie railway 
bridge at Nôrval’s Pont, which was 
a. more important crossing.

General Methuen's line is secure 
against raiding, when, econtbig is so 
Well dârié that the presence of ah en­
emy thirty miles away is known, and 
the troops are mobile enough to strike 
the encampment at a long distance 
from the line which they are guard­
ing.

The Queensland Mounted Infantry 

has the distinction of being tlie first 
body of colonial troops coming over 
the seas to be credited with a gallant 
exploit, unless Reuter’s ageaicy Is 
right in stating that the Canadians 
were also engaged. The Canadian con­
tingent of 1,000 men will certainly 
give a fine account of themselves, for 
they are a picked body of riflemen. 
Why tlie military authorities have 
been so slow about taking full advan­
tage of the colonial offers is one of 
the densest mysteries of red tape.

Tlmes^Edltorlal View.
London. Jan. 3.—-In its editorial lead­

er to-day the Times says :
It would be absurd and childish to 

pretend that the trifling successes, 
such as those at Dordrecht, Coles burg 
and, Sunnyside, are likely to have any 
direct bearing in a tangible order 
upon the military situation. Tfyat de­
pends on other factors which remain 
unchanged. Gen. White is still locked 
up at Ladysmith, where, we regret 
to say, dysentery and fever- are in­
creasing. General Duller is still on 
the eo<util side of Tugela, Kimberley 
is unrelieved, and General Methuen 
is unable to advance. Until this posi­
tion is completely altered we can 
hardly hope to deal such blows to the 
republics on their own soil as are pro­
bably requisite to bring the struggle 
to tlie only end tlie British Empire 
can accept. Successes like tliose we 
report to-day are not, however, with­
out their usee. They show the spirit 
of our people, whether they come 
from the old home, from beyond tlie 
Atlantic, or from the great island con­
tinent of the Pacific. The whole Em­
pire lias sprung to arms, and the 
men who are now mustering from tlie 
Guild Hall to Sydney and Vancouver 
seem to be just the class to practice 
the tactics which have succeeded 
within the last few days.

Fourteen 
tents, three wagons, a great store 
of rifles, ammunition, forage, saddles 
and camp equipment, and numerous 
incriminating papers, were captured.

Patrols 
march around, and all leaves of ab­
sence are suspended.

Treachery in French’s Camp.
Rensburg, Cape Colony, Jan. 2.—A 

train containing supplies, to which 
no engine was attached, started mov­
ing within the British lines to-day, 
and ran down an Incline to wants tlie 
Boer lines. It was found that the 
train could not be stopped, and the 
British gunners were therefore or­
dered to destroy It to prevent the 
supplies from falling into the hands 
of the Boers. Their aim was accu­
rate, and the cars and their contents 
were soon worthless. What started 
the train is unknown, but treachery 
to suspected. One man has been ar­
rested in connection with the mat­
ter.
