Programme ef Coistructien Laid

London, Sept. 28.—Chinese advices 
from a trustworthy source gixe interest­
ing facts concerning the plans for the re- 
orgvnization of the Chinese navy, which 
have lieen approved by imperial decree 
and on which work lias already begun. 
Oil account of the vast expenditure in- 
tolved the work will be spread over sev­
en years. ’ The ntoart striking items will 
be carried out from 1911 to 1916, when 
the Government will have built eight 
first-class battleships, twenty cruisers, 
ten gunboats and three flotillas of tor­
pédo boats.

■China intends to proceed immediately 
to develop naval bases, expand the naval 
schools and enlarge the dockyards. She 
al*o plans the creation of an admiralty 
Imnrd and the establishment of a new- 
naval academy, and to recruit a force of 
marines.

AN EXPERT’S YEWS.
The British Soldier ii Equal to the 

German.

London, Snpt. 28—Robert Blateh- 
ford, a well-known Socialist and him­
self an old soldier, attended both the 
German ar.d English manoeuvres. Hjs 
description and a comparison of the 
two have attracted general attention, 
foming from Wurtemberg with “full 
respect and admiration for the Ger­
man army.” he confesses that he went 
to t-xfordshire with some trepidation, 
but gives a. his impression that in 
weapons, tactics and scientific appli­
ances the British and Germans are 
about equal.

As regards the troops, he consil>rs 
that the German cavalry is superior, 
especially being better horsed, but le 
says: "Fine as is the German infaat-v.
I believe ours is quite as good." Th» 
British infantry gave him the impres­
sion that they wene keener and

What Mr. Blatchford criticises strong­
ly is the attitude of the British public 
toward the army and military matters 
generally. He says: “There are no peo­
ple in Europe who know so little about 
war and their own soldiers as the Bri­
tish, or care so little either. Our soldiers 
get plenty of criticism, but do encour­
agement. The average British citizen 
pnts a jockey, a foot racer, a football 
player, a cricketer, pugilist or music hall 
artist before a soldier. He knows no 
more a boit Tommy Atkins than about 
the Burmese priesthood. He regards the 
soldier as an inferior and does not con­
sider the army respectable."

Mr. Emerson James MacRobert. one 
of London's best-known citizens, died 
suddenly at his home, 507 Queen's ave­
nue. on Tuesday afternoon, at the age 
of 51 years. The immediate cause of 
death was rupture of a blood vessel in 
the brain during a fit of coughing.

STUFFED MUSHROOMS.
Scrape out the inside of the cups, chop 

the stems that are too long to be left 
standing, and also the mushrooms, 
which should have been arranged in a 
battered earthen dish, stems up. Then 
cover with the glass bells that come 
on purpose for holding in the delicate 
aroma and juice# of the mushrooms, or, 
lacking these, with paper and an invert­
ed pan. Cook on the back of the stove, 
or in an oven for about an hour, or 
until brown and tender.

Fill a buttered dish with any land of 

fruit, pour over them a hatter made of 
half cup sugar, one tablespoon butter, 
one egg. half cup sweet milk, one cup 
flour with one teaspoon baking powder 
sifted in it. Rake three-quarters of an 
hour and eat with this sauce: Two eggs 
beaten separately, one cup powdered 
sugar, butter size of an egg. melted, 
Flavor with vanilla. This is easiej* than 
a boiled pudding and extra good.?

C REAM CAKE.
One cupful sugar, two eggs, one-fourth 

cupful of butter, one-half cupful of lard, 
one cupful of sour cream, one-half tea- 
spoonful of salt, two cupfuls of flour, 
one heaping teaspoonful of baking pow­
der. a tiny bit of soda on end of ^>oon, 
and flavoring to taste.

Cream filling: One cupful of sugar, 
one egg. one and one-haIf cupfulae^fl^. 
sweet milk, one teaspoonful of vanilla, . 
one heaping teaspoonful of flour. Mix 
sugar, flour, and eggs, stir in hot milk, 
and boil until thick ; spread between 
layers and ice with two teaspoonfuls of 
sweet milk thickened with powdered

MAYONNAISE DRESSING.
Take three eggs, separate whites from 

yolks; bent white to a stiff froth; add 
one-half teaspoonful dry mustard, sug­
ar. pepper, salt, and one tablespoonful 
of oil to yolks of egg; beat well toge­
ther. and add the l>eaten whites. Then 
take one cupful of vinegar, place on fire, 
and let it l»oil : remove from stove and 
stir in the other ingredients: place hack 
on fire: let it conk slowly until It 
thickens; stirring nil the time. Then let 
it cool, and when cool add one-half cup­
ful of cream : beat all up well. This will 
keep for a week at a time if kept on the
