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TORYISM RUN MAD.

Our Tory newspaper friends find 
pleasure in quoting from French Cana­
dian papers, any evidence of opposition 
to imperialism, and hold those of the 
Liberal party up as disioyal. Now the 
Liberals do not claim all the loyalty of 
the country; that absurd position is left 
to the Tories, hut we submit that nothing 
so rank and disloyal as an 
extract which we publish below 
has emanated from any French Canadian 
Liberal. It is from a Tory newspaper, 
Le Trifluvien, published at Three Rivers, 
Quebec, and is a gem in its way. Possibly 
this Tory newspaper has been studying 
recent speeches of its leader, Sir Charles 
Tupper, and its article shows the*stait- 
ling result of following a prenicioue ex­
emple.

J.s Trifluvien, afier having alluded to 
the Queen’s Jubilee in 1897, says:

“Sir Wilfrid Laurier, forgetting his 
origin, betraying his fellow-countrymen 
and trampling underfoot the sentiments 
of a whole nation who merited his grati­
tude, had the cynicism to declare that he 
would be happy only on the day when he 
would be permitted to sit in the Imperial 
Parliament. It was all up with us French- 
Canadians ; we were deceived, betrayed 
by a brother. Who among us, before 
that shameful and humiliating declara­
tion, would have thought that we had in 
the person of our representative a traitor 
and a new Judas? Who at that time 
would have dared to believe that we had 
in London a perfidious renegade called 
Laurier? Unhappily, it was only too true. 
Sir Wilfrid Laurier had become a perfidi­
ous man, a traitor, a renegade and a 
Judas in the eyes of his fellow-country­
men. Three years have rolled by since that 

•baneful day of treason. The form of Im­
perialism, sown, sustained and cultivated 
with care by Sir Wilfrid, has grown and 
increased in a prodigious manner. The 
Grand Master, Israel (Mr Tarte), has just 
reiterated in London the shameful declar­
ation made by Sir Wilfrid in 1897. * The 
French Canadians,’said he ‘ would like to 
be pure English, and in order to make 
their position regular they require noth­
ing more than to be represented in the 
Imperial Parliament.’ Cue must be a de­
generate to utter such absurdities. Yet 
these are the men, both devoted parti­
sans of the Jmperialism, which we 
repudiate as a hideous monster, who 
represent us at Ottawa. Both united 
for evil, traitors to our interests 
and to the sentiments of French-Cana- 
dians, sit in the Canadian Parliament 
nnder the title of representatives of our 
race. Let os awaken and prepare for the 
combat. Let us withdraw our confidence 
from these men, since they are unworthy 
of it. Let us drive them from the power 
they stole in 1896, and then we shall 
have the satisfaction of having accom­
plished a national and meritorious 
work.”

Tories in siihe parts of Canada de­
nounce Sir Wilfrid Laurier and Mr Tarte 
as disloyal, but here we have a leading 
Tory newspaper calling them Judases 
because they are loyal to the Queen, and 
advocates of Imperial Unity.

GENEROUSLY TREATED.

A correspondent of the Montreal Herald 
finds that New Brunswick is dealing 
more liberally with her soldier boys 
in South Africa than any other Province. 
When the first contingent start­
ed for the front, movement was inaugur­
ated to collect money sufficient to pay each 
man from this Province 50 cents daily for 
six months. The response was so gener­
ous and spontaneous that it was found pos­
sible to continue this liberal grant to the 
men of the second contingent, as well as 
to those who went out to fill vacancies on 
the first contingent. At a meeting of the 
subscribers to the fund on Monday,it was 
reported that $15,990 had been received 
and that promised grants by the Pro­
vincial Government of $5,000 and the 
City of St. John of $2,000 left only $2,260 
more ti be raised by public contributions 
to enable the payment to every New 
Brunswick soldier at the front of $3.50 per 
week for the full year of his enlistment. 
This sum will be collected.

The heirs of those who die in Africa 
will receive their proportion. Already a 
large amount has been paid out on orders 
from the men, mothers or other legal 
representatives getting the $3.50 weekly. 
Others will have a good sum to their 
credit when they get tfcme.

The correspondent however, forgets to 
add that the soldiers who went from 
Fredericton, have had their lives insured 
for $1,000 each bjAtbe city council.

The Australian federation bill has bad 
its first reading in the Imperial House of 
Commons, and Mr. Chamberlain in intro­
ducing it made the important announce­
ment that the government purposed to 
introduce into the House of Lords forth­
with a.scheme to appoint for eeven years 
a representative each of Canada, Sonth 
Africa, Australia and India to be mem­
bers of the privy council and who would 
act as lords of appeal. Life peerages would 
be conferred on then, so that they would 
continue to sit in the House of Lords 
although they would not as judges be paid 
the same as lords of appeal and at the cost 
of the imperial government.

Mr Chamberlain’s proportion to abol­
ish the judical appeal committee of the 
English privy council, and appoint in its 
place a new court of appeal, four of whom 
shall be from the colonies, meets with 
favorable comment. Tne appointees will 
also be members of the House of Lords, 
and will continue in the peerage after 
their appointment for seven years to the 
court has expired. Canada wi 1 have one 
member of the new court, and we shall 
therefore have a new peer every seven 
years. Who is going to receive the first 
appointment, Blake Laurier, Mills, or 
Blair?

Lord Roberts lias made a valuable con 
tribution to the literature of temperance. 
In a letter to Sir Geo. White, which the 
latter lias read before the army temper­
ance association, in England, the British 
commander-in chief in South Africa, 
writing at Bloemfontein, April 19, says : 
“ There never was a more temperate 
army than that which marched under 
my command from the Modder River to 
Bloemfontein. Nothing but good can 
result from so many soldiers being 
brought together in an arduous campaign,

when they see how splendidly oor tem­
perance men have borne up against the 
hardships and dangers they have had to 
face.’’

Lord Roberts has already captured two 
Orange Free State capitale and British 
troops are dangerously near the third. 
Where President Steyn will locate when 
Lindley has been captured, is bothering a 
great many people. Probably he and 
Kruger will make a hurried start for 
Delagoa Bay thence to Europe before Brit 
isb guns are heard thundering at Pretoria. 
Kruger is reputed to be a multi-million­
aire, and if he escapee the hands of the 
British will probably spend bis closing 
days among the respectable Dutch in 
Holland. If he is captured he ought to 
be hanged, for causing all the lose of life 
and treasure in South Africa.

The Boer peace delegates are promised 
a grand time in the United States. This 
is presidential election >e<r,and every pol­
itician who is anxious to catch the Dutch, 
German and Fenian vote, will do his best 
to hospitabl v entertain and flitter Presi­
dent Kruger’s emissary. The practical 
result for the Bier republics, however, 
will amount to nothing. Not even the 
interposition of the American army and 
navy could prevent Britain annexing the 
Transvaal and Free State when the war 
in South Africa is over.

The Canadian Military Gazette, which 
cannot be accused of friendliness towards 
the Minister of Militia, rises to remark : 
* To Hon Mr Borden is certainly due the 
credit of securing proper recognition by 
the ieeue of medals to thoee who assisted 
in repelling the Fenian invaders. Other 
ministers made promises, bat he is the 
Only o le who followed the matter to a 
successful conclusion. He was quite 
modest in his references at the Montreal 
distrit u'.ion the other night—an example 
that many others might follow."

The Globe has an Ottawa despatch 
which says that Judge VanWart is going 
to resign from the bench, accepting a 
retiring allowance. An Ottawa telegram 
to the Moncton Transcript goes further 
than the Globe’s message. It says: 
“Judge Yanwart, of the Supreme Court 
of New Bruoewick, has been permit ed to 
retire on the nsnal allowance on account 
of his sntfering from nervous prostration. ”

C W Robinson M P P, speaking before 
the Moncton Liberal Clnb Monday even­
ing, incidentally referred to J W Y Smith, 
a Tory recruit, in this.way. “Thepre# 
ident of the Topper clnb is only in the 
embryo state. After he has partaken of 
the bosks of flattery that the Conserva­
tive party are extending to him in ex­
change for hie munificent contributions 
to the Tory election fond, he may yet 
return to the ranks of his father."

The Moncton Liberal Club Monday 
evening enjoyed a treat in the shape of a 
vigorous and eloquent address from 
Firman McLore, the talented young M. P. 
for Colchester, N. S. Speaking of the 
improved I. C. R , Mr. McLore said the 
Maritime Provinces owe a debt of grati­
tude to that strong man whom New 
Brunswick gave to the government, Hon. 
A. G. Blair.

' It is announced that J. B. Calkin, who 
has been principal of the Nova Scotia 
Normal School at Troro for over thirty 

^eare,and is known all over Canada as the 
author of a text book on geography in use 
in the public schools of this and other 
provinces, is about to resign and retire 
altogether from active work. Mr. Calkin 
has been a moet successful educationalist, 
and his position will be bard to fill.

There is a Canadian trade preference 
in England as well as a British trade 
preference in Canada. The British war 
office has been buying onr bay, horses, 
saddlery and canned goode for South 
Africa, and now they have ordered 
30,000 military. uniforms from a Cana­
dian raaonfacturer.

Sir Chas Tapper’s political friends are 
angry because Sir Richard Cartwright 
has discovered a relationship between 
the Tory leader and Kruger. The Boer 
president is yet to be heard from.

The proposed constitution of the Austra­
lian confederation provides that the 
Senate shall be elective, a plan that 
should be adopted in Canada.

FAMINE IN INDIA

Heartrending Details of Starvation 
Among the Native».

London, May 16—Dealing with the 
famine in the central provinces of India, 
which have an area equal to that of 
Australia and a population of nearly 
eleven millions, and which were form­
erly most prosperous, the Daily Chronicle 
correspondent at Bilaehur writes :

"The demand for government assist­
ance is unparallel-d. In one district 
forty persons are dependent on the 
sirdar for their daily bread. In two 
others the percentage is over thirty. In 
the whole there are 15,000 people in no 
other sources of subsistance than'govern- 
m ent charity.

Three miles ont from Bilaehur, 1,500 
persons are busy adding to the long list 
of links constructed by famine labor. 
Further on stone breaking is in pro­
gress aud peasants who have never before 
handled any implement save thoee of 
husbandry, wrestle manfully with crow­
bars and boring tools. When the rock is 
broken women and yoangetere busily ply 
little hammers. An able bodied man 
earns thres cents, women two cents and a 
half and children two cents.

London, May 17—The eon of the Duke 
and Duchew of York, who was born 
March 31st last, and who it was annonne- 
was to be christened Patrick was 
christened in the private chapel of 
Windsor Castle today in the presence of 
Queen Victoria, the Prince and Princess 
of Wales, [the Duke and Duchess of Con­
naught, the Duke and Duchess of Fife, 
the Duke of Cambridge, and other mem­
bers of the Boyal family.

Prince Albert of Prussia, regent of the 
Duchy of Brunswick represented Emperor 
William of Germany.

Water brought from the river Jordon, 
and contained in a gold foot was need in 
the ceremony.

The infant was handed to the Bishop of 
Winchester by the Qneen, who gave the

More Boer Treachery

London, May 16—The war office has 
posted the following despatch from Lord 
Roberta nnder date of Kroonetad, May
15:

“ Two officers and six men of Prince 
Alfred’s Gnards while ont foraging yes­
terday • few milee from Kroonetad, vis­
ited a farm flying a white flag, the owner 
of which surrendered himself with arms 
and ammunition.

They then approached another farm, 
also flying a white flag, bat when within 
forty yards of the enclosure, they were 
fired upon by fifteen or sixteen Boers 
who Were concealed behind the farm 
wall. Two of the men were killed, Lt. 
F. B. Wallen was wounded, and Lt. A. 
B. Everton and two non-commissioned 
officers were taken prisoners. The owner 
of the farm states that the Boers threat­
ened to shoot him when be protested 
against their making an improper use of 
the white flag.”

Buller Ooonple» Glencoe.
London May 16.—It ia officially an­

nounced that Glencoe was occupied yes­
terday, and that the Boere have evacuat­
ed Biggersberg.

London, May 16—The war office bae 
posted the following despatch from Gen 
Buller, dated Dundee, May 16 “We 
occupied Glencoe yesterday. The Trar.e- 
vaalers have now evacuated Biggersberg. 
The Free Staters on the Drakenshnrg ate 
much reduced in numbers. The Caroline 
Lydenbnrg and Pretoria commandore 
tralked north from Platiknle on 
the 13th and F4th of May 
Eleven guns were entrenched at Glen­
coe. Hie last train with ambulance left 
there at dawn, May 15.”

“ This result has been largely produced 
by the action of the fifth division, which 
during the last few days has done a great 
deal of very hard work, marching, moun­
tain climbing and road making. Traîne 
are now running to Weeeel’e Nek sta­
tion.

Boere Repulsed at Mafeking.
Lorenzo Marques, May 16.—A Portu­

guese official despatch says an encounter 
bas occurred at Mafektng, and that the 
Boers have been repulsed with heavy lose.

Qneen Visited Netley.
London, May 16.—The Qneen visited 

Netley Hospital this afternoon and dis­
tributed flowers to the wounded and con­
versed with many of them.

Desperate Flab ting at Mafektng.
London, May 16.—A despatch to the 

Daily Mail from Lorenzo Marquez, dated 
Tuesday,says :

“There is now no doubt that there was 
desperate fighting at Mafeking Saturday, 
bat it is believed to have gone in favor of 
the garrison. All that can be ascertained 
of • reliable character follows :

“The Boere, using artillery, attacled 
the town Saturday. Very soon ti)p Kaffir 
location w s in flames, some eay aa. the 
result of shell fire, others as the result of 
treachery. Fighting at close quarters 
became general ; and, in the midst of the 
confusion, the Boere gained possession of 
the Kaffir location, from which point of 
vantage they brought gone to bear on the 
town at close range.

"By an adroit move the garrison de­
spite its attenuated numbers, succeeded 
in actually surrounding the party of Boere 
who raptured the Kaffir location. Severe 
fighting followed, bat, according to the 
latest reports, the Boers still hold the 
location, in which they are probably sur­
rounded.

London, May 15. — 8.10 pm. — Lady 
Sarah Wtlaon baa wired to her sister, 
Lady Georgiana Cordon, from Mafeking, 
nnder date of May 3, saying: '“Oar 
breakfast consisted of horse eaoeages and 
Inncb of minced mule and carried locasta. 
All well.”

London, May 16.—The war office has 
received the following from Lord Roberts 
dated Kroonetadt, May 15, 1 p. m.

“Baden-Powell reports under date of 
May 7, all going well. Fever ie increasing, 
the garrison ie cheerful and the food will 
last until about June 10.”

We Hove Haqnatling’» Nek.

Thaba N’cbn, Tuesday, May 15.—The 
British force advanced this morning 
twenty milee to the northeast, and took 
possession -of Maqoatliug’s Nek. Pri 
sonere continue to be taken daily.

Ia Mafeking Believed T

London, May 17.—In the committee 
room of the Honse of Commons this 
morning, Sir James Kiteon, Liberal, an­
nounced that Mafeking bad been re 
lieved.

The war office however, was enable to 
confirm the annooncement.

The Fight Around Mafeking.

Pretoria, Tuesday, May 15 —An official 
bulletin announces that the federal troops 
stormed and occupied the forts around 
Mafeking on Saturday morning.

The same night the fédérais were snr- 
ronnded, losing, so far aa known, seven 
killed, eeventeen wounded and a number 
taken prisoners. The British cssualties 
are said to have been fifty killed end 
wounded.

It ie reported that the advance gnard 
which are proceeding to the relief of 
Mafeking, from the south, were repulsed 
yesterday.

Eraser'» Grandson Captured

London May 17—A despatch from 
Lorenzo Marqoes, dated today, says that 
Commandant Elofl, grand son of Prest 
Kruger with a patrol, entered Mafeking, 
Colonel Baden-Powell opened Are on the 
burghers, killing seventeen of them and 
taking Eloff and 90 of hie men prisoners.

The Doing» of American Boosts.
London, May 17.—A despatch from

Vredfortberg without date, via Lorenzo 
Marquee, May 16, eay a: “Some American 
scouts, before leaving Kroonetadt, Sun­
day morning, set fire to the goode sheds 
after having had trouble with the British 
residents.

Hazell’s American scouts have suffered 
more heavily than any other corpe dur­
ing the war. In the past six weeks, out 
of a force 100 strong, they have lost 37 
hi killed, wounded or captured. Their 
storming of the British poeition at La- 
baberg was grand. They captured Capt. 
Keyne and six men. Nelan’s cavalry 
added to their laurels last week, but lost 
heavily in proportion to the burghers.

It is believed that Blake’s Irish corps 
captured at Kroonetad were ordered to 
retreat, but remained drinking the rum 
left by the comm, -ariat.

Butler'» Advene».
London, M iy 17, 3.15 pm.—The war 

office has received the following despatch 
from Gen Boiler :

“Dannbauser, May 17.—The second 
division has reached Dannhaueer and I 
hope that my sdvanced patrols are at 
Newcastle.

“The fifth division ie eecbeloned from 
Elandelaagte to Glencoe repeiringthe rail­
road.

“The fourth division is at Sunday River 
drift on the old Newcastle road.

“Several Natal farmers are handing 
over their arms.

“All reports agree that about 7000 of 
the enemy passed north very hurriedly.”

Unton Jock Floats in Transvaal.
London, Mag, 17, 2.18 p. m.—The war 

office has received ffbra Lord Roberta 
the following despatch, datedijjoon 
stad, Wednesday, May .'16 : “ Bundle 
yesterday occupied Mequatling’s Nek 
and Modder Poort without opposition.

“Hunter has entered the Transvaal and 
bae advanced within ten milee of Chris­
tiania.

“Methnen baa reached e point 12 milee 
on the Hoopstad road without seeing the 
enemy.

“Natives and local whites have confirm­
ed the previous reports of the disorganiz 
ation of the Free Staten.

“Thesituation here ie unchanged.”
Hunter's Great Progress.

London, May 17 3.33 p. m.—War 
officer hae received the following despatch 
from Lord Roberta :

“ Kroonstad, May 17.—Hooter hae 
occupied Cbriatinia without opposition, 
the enemy having retired to Kiorkederb 
nnder the impression that the latter waa 
threatened by a portion of this force from 
prayers”

“Randal’a force wee close to Clocolen 
ytsterday evening. The conntry waa 
clear of the enemy. The resident com 
mieeioner in Baeotoland, reporte that a 
number of Boere living in Tickeberg and 
Bethlehem districts have applied to him 
for advice and aa to the conditions of sur­
render. This ie very satisfactory.”

Officially Welcomed.
New York, May 17.—The official wel 

coming of the Boer envoya by Mayor 
Vanwyck, took place this afternoon at 3 
o’clock. The Miyor gave the envoya the 
freedom of the city and presented to them 
copies of a resolution passed by the muni­
cipal assembly.

The party hae no programme arranged 
for tonight and will go to Washington to­
morrow.

PERISHED IN A FIRE»

Chambermaids In s Chicago Hotel Meet 
a Horrible Death.

Chicago, May 16.—Fire in the Hotel 
Helene early this morning caused the 
probable death of three chambernSaida 
who are not accounted for, add t h» serions 
injury of ten persons, e me of whom are 
not expected to recover.

The building, which was located in 
Hyde Park, was destroyed. It was a 
three etory structure containing one hun­
dred rooms, all of which were occupied.

Chicago, May 16.—Two persons weie 
killed and one was counted mieeing and 
fifteen were iojared in a fire which early 
today deetroyed the Hotel Helene at 110 
to 114 53rd street. Five of the injured 
will probably die.

The dead are: Charlotte Petersm, 
dining room girl, found in her room burn­
ed to a crisp.

Lena, Pearson found horned almost be­
yond recognition in the room with Mise 
Pearson.

Missing—Patterson pan, last seen in 
hotel office at 11 o’clock last night.

Seriously injured : W E Horn, will die; 
S G McFaddin, will die ; E F Tarbnx, re­
covery doobtfol ; Elizabeth Florence, re­
covery doubtful ; Mrs S D Allen, back 
broken and internally injnred, jumped 
from third etory, will die.

There were many narrow escapes and 
exhibitions of courage during the burning 
of the structure. There was only one 
entrance to the building, which com­
pelled the greater number of the goeate to 
make their exits as best .they could 
through the windows. The rescue* were 
nearly all accomplished before the fire­
men arrived.

The fire started in the basement and 
spread with the greatest rapidity.

Police, fireman and spectators unite in 
praising McNeil the porter. He wee 
formerly a gunner in the English 
Navy on board the battleship 
Dreadnought, and holds medals for roark- 
mansbip and proficiency in drilling. He 
took part in the Jameson raid, and it «as 
while in South Africa that illne s com­
pelled him to secure a discharge.

He is being heartily welcomed back to his 
native city, and does not heeitate to say 
that he ie glad to be with bis old friends 
and relatives once more.

In conversation with a Herald repre­
sentative, Mr. Crewdson stated that the 
Pacific coast cities, from Vancouver to 
San Francisco, were very much over­
crowded, and it was exceedingly difficult 
for a clerk or professional man to secure 
employment. The surplus population is 
composed largely of young men who 
have returned from the Atlin and Yukon 
districts after an unsuccessful search for 
the yellow metal. Moet of them came 
back poor in pocket, but rich in exper 
ience, and are now ready and willing to 
take hold of almost anything that offers 
in the way of employment. The mining 
districts in the interior of the Pacific 
province, .Mr. Crewdson thinks, offer 
excellent opportunities for the man who 
is not adverse to roughing it, and has a 
little spare capital at Lis disposal. He 
%ould not, however, advise the man 
without capital to go there.

Mr. Crewdson has been absent from 
Fredericton aboot eighteen months. He 
remained for some weeks at Silverton, B 
C., and afterwards removed to Butte 
City, Montana, where he wae offered and 
accepted a lucrative situation. A stay of 
a few months in Butte satisfied him, how- 
ever, and-be resigned hie poeition and re­
turned to British Columbia. For the 
last year be has been a resident of Revel 
stoke, a hustling railway centre on the 
the lino of the C. P. R. The population 
of the town ie largely made np of people 
from eastern citiee, and Mr. C ewdson 
hae nothing but good words for the place 
and its inhabitants. Daring hie stay at 
Revelstoke, Sir. Crewdson identified 
himself with the Methodist Chnrch 
choir, and on the eve of h's departure 
the other members of the choir presented 
him with an address and silver shaving 
set. He held a lucrative position at Rev 
elstoke as manager of a leading business 
house, which be resigned to return to 
the east.

Mr. Crewdson, daring his absence came 
in contact with many former Frederic- 
toniane, who are comfortably located in 
the west. The proprietor of the leading 
hotel in Revelstoke in Henry Perley, a 
brother of Lewie Perley, of this city and 
son-in-law of E. S. Hammond of Kings 
clear. Mr Perley is the manager of 
several hotels on the line of the C P R, 
in addition to the one at Revelstoke, and 
ie generally recognized as one of the 
shrewdest and moet popular hotel men in 
the west.

John Kelly, another Fredericton boy, 
and eon of Gordon Kelly, of the N. B. 
Foundry, ie located at Three Forks, where 
he bae an interest in a large and growing 
mercantile eetablehment.

Mr Crewdson also met and conversed 
with Hon Frederick Home, M P P, form 
erly commissioner of mine» in the B. C. 
Government, and a brother tf Mrs Wesley 
Vanwart of thig city. He did not meet 
Mr George Halt, who removed to the 
we»t from this city some months ago, but 
frequently had If tiers from hie eon, 
Harold, who h*s a good situation. The 
last time Harold wrote he stated that hie 
father ipe very ill, and not expected to 
recover.

During his sojourn in Botte, MrCrewd- 
e< n met the Farrell boys, (sons of James 
Farrell of tbie city) Hon D J Hennessey, 
Andy and John Haslin, James Berry 
Dr Hanson and other former Fredericton- 
ians. They are all comfortably settled 
and well satisfied with their lot.

On the whole Mr Crewdson expresses 
himself as well satisfied with his soj iurn 
in the west, and says he woold not be 
without the experience acquired, for a 
good deal. Still he thinks Fredericton 
and New Brunswick offer some advan­
tages as places of residence, not discount­
ed by any locality which be visited in 
the western country.
