With the decline of religion in
France crime has been increasing.
Richard Davey, in an article which
he has contributed to the * Fort-
nightly Raview, ” points out that
at 0o period have crimes of violence,
murder, rapine, suicide and general
dishonesty been so prevalent in
France as at present. Oat cf a
hundred boys and girls betwoen the
ages of twelve aund sixteen convicted
and condemn=d for varjous orimes
and misdemeanors in Paris, eighty-
nine received their eduocation in
schools from which religion bas
been banished, and only two in the
clerical sohools. The percentage
in favor of clerical elementary edu-
oation in the case of youthfal of-
fenders botween sixteen and twenty
one was eighty—'wo. Brittany,
the one prov noe in which religion
prcdomionates, is the freest of sl
the provinces from crime; Picardy
and Normandy, which are also fair-
ly religious, como nexi to Brittany
in point of general morality. Of
the south-aastern provinces, the
Busques, still intensely Catbolie, is
the freest from crime. . If the enem-
ios of religion succseded in zbolish-
ing all religious practices they
would produce a fearful crop of
orime in France,
