Nothing new has developed
since our last issue, in connection
with the bill for the amendment
of the British North America Act,
now passing through the Imperial
Parliament. Last week we point-
ed out that currency had been
given to the statement that the
words “final and unalterable”,
eliminated from the bill in the
House of Commons by Winston
Churchill, under Secretary of
State, had been restored thereto
in the House of Lords, at the in-
stance of Sir Wilfrid Laurier, by
the Earl of Elgin, Secretary for
the Colonies. Since then official
announcement of this fact has
been cabled to Premier McBride
of British Columbisa, trom the Co-
lonial Secretary’s office. We can-
not but reiterate now what we
stated when this news was first
puplished ; that this proceeding,
under the circumstances, seems
most extraordinary and unprece-
dented. When the word of the
Government is pledged by a mem-
ber thereof in one of the houses
of Parliament, we have a right to
assume that this pledge binds the
Government. In the case under
review, the reasons for such an
assumption seemed particularly
well founded; for Winston
Churchill, who made the declar-
ation, is the representative in the
House of Commons of the Secre-
tary of State for the Colonies,
who holds & seat in the House of
Lords. It would at once be taken
for granted that any statewent on
a question of this nature, made
by the under Secretary, would be
simply the expression of the con-
clusion arrived at after conferring
with his chief. So far as known
at the present writing, that is the
stage at which the matter has
arrived. The next move in the
game will be awaited with 1in-

terest.

Glancing at the report of the
proceedings of the second Provin-
cial Conference, relative to the
increase of subsidies to the Pro-
vinces from the Federal treas-
uary, held at the city of Quebec,
in December, 1902, our eye fell
upon paragraphs of much interest
Among other things incorporated
in this report, we find the memor-
andum presented by Hon Mr Ross
then P;erqiex: of_Oatario, respect-
ing the financial basis of the Pro-
vinces under the British North
America Act. After reviewing
the whole scheme, Premier Ross
expressed the opinion, among
other things, that in the case of
Provinces with a- population lesg
than oue million, the unnual al-
lowance for the maintenance of
civil government and legislation
should be $200,000. If his re-
commendations had been adopted
this Province would now stand to
receive not $100,000; but $200,-
000, annually for government and
legislation. Premier Ross’s mem-
orandum, with other matters, was
referred to a committee to report
back to the conference. Premier

member of this committee, and

when the committee’s report was

submitfed it was found to be ex-
actly on the financial basis agreed
to at the

nation. If a wave of graft breaks
boldly on Parliament hill, it must
be remembered  that it is lifted
and impelled by the tidal energy
of the spirit of graft that pervad-
es the country as a whole. Our
legislators are no better than our-
selves, but they are certainly no
worse. They are bound to reflect
the morals, the spirit, the tenden-
cies of our land and life. Hence
to denmouce the grafter is not
enough. Initself it is not even
fair. There is wider blame, deep-
er cause. The root must be recog-
oized and reckoned with. The
particular villain cannot be jud-
ged apart from the general vice.
The blossom alone should not be
blamed, nor should it be blamed
as much as the root which gives it
life.
The root of graft is greed. It
is based on the soil of selfishness.
It exists because of the desire of
men to enrich themselves at the
expense of others. It is the child
of dishonesty, and grandchild of
avarice. The presence of graft in
officialdom means the absence of
good in citizenship. The fact that
graft is tolerated in the least is
sufficient evidence of the truth of
this assertion. In acountry where
this spirié was not, or did not pre-
dominate, the revelations of the
last year in Canadian affairs of
inflated contracts and political
rake-offs would have created a
veritable revolution. But the
shameful fact that they have been
received almost with apathy ang
indifterence by the majority of
people shows how prevalent and
powerfull must be this spirit of
graft. ' And so while every good
citizen must deplore and denounce
the practice of graft by those in
offiial position, every good citizen
must recognize us being of even
greater significance the relaticn
that he himself bears to the .root.
Public graft springs from private
greed. Wherever a citizen may
be found who is willing to take
advantage of an opportunity to
add to his wealth without making
adequate return for it, may be
found a fibre of the root. Who-
ever is willing to use the privileg-
es of his position to secure an un-
earned gain is a grafter at heart,
even if he is notone in actual pra-
tice. The mere fact that the op-
portunity has not.come to him, or
that he has not been successful in
securing the position that would
afford greater opportunity for such
profiting, does not add to his
virture or take from his vice. The
desire is equal to the deed; the
willingness is as bad as the wicked-
ness. The grafter, fattening on
the spoils of office, is no werse
than, if as bad as, the man who
would do the same under the same
oonditions, and whose present
wrath and indignation are given
greater force by his own appetite
and envy. So long as we are
willing to let politics remain a
game, with spoils as the stake, we
can hardly blame those who play
the game to the finish and clain
the stakes to the full.

Pulp and Pulpwood.

(Ottawa Citizzn)

The New York Sun, which for
years bas maintained a deep and In-
telligent interest in Oanadian affairs
and particularly in those questions
which affect the commercial relations
of the two countries, has aiready
taken note of the movement in this
country looking to the conservation
of Canada’s spruce forests, “which
are,” it says “the source of a large
part of the wood pulp used for paper
making in this coun'ry.” 'The Sun
admits substantially the facts which
furnish the reason for the Canadian
agitation for home protection and
further concedes the effectiveress of
the proposed imposition of an export
duty. We quote:
A few years ago there was general
confidence in the ability of our northe
ern border States to furnish all the
pulpwood that this country would
ever need. That notion bas been
exploded.  Our invasion of Canada
for the needed supply is causing
grave appreheansion in that country.
Wisconsin paper mills are buying
pulpwood in Quebec, 1,200 miles
away, The situation is a little better
in northern New York and nortbern
New Eogland, but even in those re-
gions the end of our supply is im-
mediately before us. Realizing this
fact, a oumber of our large paper
companies bhave bought extensive
tracts in Canada and are busily cutte
ing on them. One company owns
about 3,000 square miles, and another
owns about'z,200 square miles, There
are others with smaller holdings.
The poinc of special importance is
not so much the possibility that Cana-
da may impose an export duty oo
pulpwood as the certainty that unless

proper steps are soon taken there
must occur an exhaustion of spruce

supply io Canada as well asin this
country. So far as this country is
conceroed there is little if anythiog
tbat the federal government can be
asked to do, The spruce regions of
Maine, New Hamshire, Vermont,
New York, Michigan, Wisconsin and
Minnesota are not a part of the nat-
ional domain,
The daoger, grave and impending,
can be averted only by State or by
undivided actiou, and only by the
conservation of the existing forests
and an extensive planting with a
view to the remote future. Canada
has much larger powers of restriction
and may exercise them. If she does,
this country must dauce to the tune

she pipes.
