SCHOONER SUNK IN LAKE HURON.
Detroit, Nov, 11, 1850.

The schooners Telegraph and 8.F. Gale,
a few nights ago came in collision on Lake
Huron, about five miles from Bois Blanc.
The bulwark of the Telegraph was carried
away, and the Gale went down so rapidly
that those on board of her could not tell
where she was injored. Fifteen minutes
had not elapsed from the time they discov-
ered each others lights, before the G. went
down. The crew of the Gale were lucky
enough to save the small boat and a com-
pass, by which they were enablee to reach
Mackinac, from whence the steemer Key-
stone State transporied them to Chicago.
The officers and crew lost everything they
had on board. The cargo, consisting of
beef, tallow, &c., was partially insured.
