tem for Edmonton. The system in
vogwe uf‘to -the preésént has been to
retire each year a proportion of the
capital amount of  the ' debenture.
The city’s total debenture debt is
$1,149,607. $466,420° of that amount
is for debenturcs issued for water-
works, telephone, electric light and
stréet railway purposes, revenue pro-
ducing properties. The met deben-
ture debt;, therefove, is $683,187,
which is equal to four per eeént. of the
asséssed value of the city. Before
the: ¢ity is finished with the large
undeértaking this year that debt will
be almost doubled.

At the sessions of the supreme court
en banc at Calgary this week, Mr
Justice Harvey read the decision of
the court in the appeal of the Cana-
dian Pacific Railway Company against
a decision in Hanson vs. C.P.R. case
tried at Red Deer before himself.
The court sustained the award of
$6,000 damages received by Hanson.

LABOR COUNCIL RESOLUTION.

resolution as stating false conditions,
and calls the attention of the govern-
ments to the fact that there is at
the present time a surplus of labor
in the west.”

This facts attracts
new -interest to the story of one of
the members - of this firm, who died
the other day.

Peter Larson, a native of the Danish
Island of Funeu, cime to America 40
years ago friendless, penniless and
unable to speak English. He died at
Helena, Montana, the wealthiest man
i.x the Northwest. His fortune began
in the days of railway construction in
the West, when from being timekeeper
on a @ew road his activities widened
out to freighting, mining, lumbering
and brewing. The day he went on as
timekeeper on an Arkansas railroad
he had to borrow a watch, having
been buncoed out of his first savings,
a sum of $300.
