Mr. Woolf’s Soeech.

The applause broke out afresh to
zreet Mr: Woolf, whose alert judgment
and balance have already won him
in ecaucus a strong place in the es-
teernr of’ his ‘eollcagues,

He opened his address with a rei-
srence to the excellent legislation ef-
ected by this legislature in past ses-
stons, taking'it as an assurance of
the solid basis of - prosperity upon
which the provimce is to grow.

“If-we carefully consider the legis-
lation oi pasi sessions,” he'said, “‘and
also- that forecasted for this year we
are-all .compelled to the conclusion
that.the legislation. of this government
has always had for its first object the
bettermenit of the people of the prov-
ince. socially, ‘financially md indus-
triakly. Wi

‘We shave teason to_be: thankful for
the-financial standing of the province
afters the - éxtraordinary €3ason froin
which it has_ junst.emerged. It has
been an--extraordinary season from
more causes than inclement weather,
the frenzied conditjen of epeculation
acroés the berder and the general fin-
agcial stringency there not having
been without its efiect upon Canada
as a whole. Tho fact that our banks
have found exeellent and safe oppoi+
tunities to- lend money at high rates
in- the States has ercated some diffi-
culty in our finanecial, condition, it is
true, Mnd - rendered moliey’ scarcer. £o0
that the iederal government has been
appealed..to in. lieu ¢i.the banks to
 fimance, particularly in Sgskajthewar,
the seeding operations.of such farmers
as are without seed grain.

Good Wheat for Exnort.

“But it must be recalled that the
west iz not obliged to-import its seed
wheat, for in our constifuenviesalone
of Southern Alberta, hundreds of thou-
sands of bushels of good-milling wheat
have been exported in excellent coii-
dition from ~Bouthern Alberta, and
more remains there still. (Applause.)

“The beef commission -has workcu
benefits for the province, but it is to
pe hoped that this commission will
be authorized to continue its investi-
gations: ‘A better price than at pres-
ent obtains should be had: for bee:
which is unfit for exportation. There
s now in fthe Winnipeg markets one
ceiit a pound difference between the
price given for export beef and th'}\
unsuitable for expoxtation. This is
a greater difference than there should
be.

“These conditions could be materi-
ally -benefited for the -iarmer by the
introduction of a cold storage system
in the province with. an'adequate re
irigerator ‘mede. of transportation pro-
vided by the companies, Such a chang
would enable the farmer to deliver
dressed beef on the ¥nglisk market
in much Defter eonditionr than Can-
adian beef iz fiow offered there, and to
commangd “higher prices.

“He could then secure .as good a
price for what are lower grades of -beet
of Canada than be does at present for
the higher  &rades, as owing to the
embargo placed on .Canadian cattle
they. are now reguiréd to be slaught-
ered. on .arrival mnotwithsgtanding, the
effects; of the long train and sea voy-
age upon -them.

Suggests Means of Gain.

“The caitle offered for sale .in Win-
improved system with its consequent
éffect: ‘on. price ‘would mean to the
farmer a gain of $10 per head. Any
system or conditions that could affect
this gain is well” worth the earnest
consideration of this house.

“Last year upward of 40,000 animals
were exported to the old -ecountry—a
pumber which was only one-half that
of- the previous' year. . Each .year the
number «decreases. This is a condi-
tion. due to: various 'causes among
them, the fact that sales are less pro-
fitable and the ranges are being fenc-
ed im, .

“This is a matter upon which the
government will fully agree with the
opposition. (Applause.) It is a fact
hat taken together with the standard
of education that obtains for teachers:
in this province, speaks volumes foi
those: directly responsible for the con
ditions.

**Moreover, this matter of education
does’ mere' to Canadianize and -make
good -eitizens of the stcady streams o1
inmigrants than all other sources
combined can do.

“We have heard of the great extent
and splendid peseurces of the northern
portions of. Alberta,”” said the speaker.
‘It would take me too long to even
snumerate in part the -unquestionea
resources ' of the: southern portions,’
continued the member for Cardston
with naivete and a sly touch of re
prigal, “but we can readily under
stand that with such advantages the
iertile uninhabited - districts te th
north will before long be thickly in
vabited by the progressive and indus
trious people drawn to 1.

REACH OF POOREST

Dr. Tory in Address Before Trustees
Convention in Calgary Says Fees
Will Be Low—Expects to Have
Splendid Staff of Professors.

('qlgzu‘y, Jan, e2.—At Hhe _evening
session of the Traustees Convention
held here last nigltt Dr. Tory, presi-
dent of. the University'  of Alberta,
made his first appearance before an
Albertan audience. On the subjeet of
the relation of schools to the univer-
sity, he delivered aun interesting and
eloquent address, which was greatly
appreciated.

The fame of Alberta, he remarked,
has spread over the world, and he
has already received ior appointments
as professors in the new university
applications fromn Germany, England,
the United States and Eastern Can-
ada, from men asking for positions,
men of whom any province might be
proud. He hoped te see brought into
the previnee a body. of men egual to
any body of men on the continent of
America,

At the conclusion -of his main ad-
dress in reply to questions, Prof. Tory
said. that the fee of the university
would be made as small as possible,
and perhaps” it might be free. He
hoped to be able to provide homes
fox boys in the university building.
He expected to start next. week on a
tour of the secoundary schools of the
province to find out whether there
were enough students to start with,
and- if really mecessaly; teaching
might start in ‘September of this year.
He would endeavor to face every
problem as it arose.
