Was Sustained.

MELBOURNE, AUSTRALIA, To-day.

While the returns of the Federal
Election held on Saturday are still far
from being complete, the results
for tlie House ‘of' Representatives with
75 seats as follows: Laborites 39, Lib-
erals 35, Independent 1. in the Elect-
ion of 1911. the returns showed the
Labor Party 44, Fusionists 29, Inde-
pendent Liberals 2. The Age estim-
ated the Liberal gain at 11 and the
Labor gain at 7. The returns are ar-
riving slowly because the countingwas
suspended from midnight on Saturday
until Monday morning. While the
Labor Government will hate a de-
creased majority in the House of Re-
presentatives, indications point to a

gain in Senate, so far as can be told
from the returns. Three women candis

dates were unsuccessful, Miss Gold-

stein, Independent candidate in a Vie-
toria district polled 10,000 against
16,000 polled by her Lberal opponent.

How the Olive Was Lost

One of the crew of the lost séhr.

Olive, arrived here to-day by the
Prospero. He says that the Olive,
which left here for Nipper's Harbor,
in command of Capt. Evans, entered
Catalina and Seldom on the way,
thence to Fogo amd met heavy ice on
the night of the 26th, and in coming
through it struck one heavy pan,
which stove in_ the stringers and
stanchions between the cathead and
fore rigging and the water poured in-
to the hull at an alarming rate. The
vessel was 10 miles off shore when
the accident occurred and all hands
manned the pumps in an effort to
save her, but it was impossible and
when about five miles off Twillingate
she sank under them. They left in
their boat and could only grab a por-
tion of their clothing. They made
the south of Burnt Island and later
landed at Twillingate.
