VOTING BY MACHINE
The President of the Austrian 

Chamber of Deputies has decided io 
make a trial of the electric . voting 
machine invented by Herr Neisser 
Lenz. Each member will have two 
electric buttons on his desk, one 
marked “pro” and the other “con­
tra.” On the wall opposite the Pre­
sident's chair an indicator is fixed, 
consisting of 516 glass tablets, num­
bered 1 to 516. atfpiese tablets are 
dark, but when a vote is taken each 
shows either a white light for “pro” 
or a red light for “contra.”

Each member has a number cor­
responding to one on the board, and 
can therefore personally check the 
accuracy bf his vote. An automatic 
apparatus counts the vote, and the 
totals are shown on another indica­
tor. If names are required they are 
shown, on the glass tablets in either 
red or white cqlors.

In case of ai secret vote the glass 
tablet indicator is switched off, and 
only the counting apparatus remains 
active.

Dining cars make it tt> habit, of 
blasting out the seeds before serving 
Grape-fruit* and also succeed in 
blastipg out most of tb,e juice.
