Rev. W. P. Finn, P.P., of Holyrood,
who recently celebrated his Silver
Jubilee and 49th birthday, was born
at Carbonear, August, 1868, and re-
ceived. his early education at the fa-
mous Grammar School there. At 16
he went to St. Francis Xavier College
and studied classics under Dr. Mac-
Donald, present Bishop of Victoria,
B.C., and Philosophy under Dr. Mc-
Neill, present Archbishop of Toronte.
In 1887 he resumed his philosophical
studies at Laval University under Dr.
Mathieu, present Archbishop of Re-
gina and read Theology also at Laval
—moral under Dr. Labrecque, preseht
Bishop of Chicoutimi and dogma uti-
der the learned Monsignor Louis A.
Pacquet. In his philosophical and
theological studies the brilliant Fr.
Finn was inter primos. He received
his minor, orders from the late Car-
dinal Taschereau, and major orders
from the present Archbishop of Que-
bec—Cardinal Bigin. The Rev. Jubil-
arian has labored successfully in the
missions of Bonavista, Tilting, Whit-
bourne, and for the past four years
happily anchored in this quiet haven
of Holyrood, remote from war’s
alarms where the placid waters of
Conception Bay which lave the church
and residence are symbolic of the
peaceful and contented lives of priest
and people. Those close and loving
relations which characterize the Sog-
garth Aroon and his people, have
been the outstanding features of his
pastorate of Holyrood. We join then
in the general chorus of acclamations
of congratulations to Rev. W. P. Finn,
P.P., Holyrood and wish him ad mul-
