Dominion Shippers Make Good Im­

pression During Critical Inspection.
London, March 13.—(Can. Press.)— 

A large party of commercial and 
business men from London, interested 
in the importation of fish from Cana­
da, to-day visited Newport, Monmouth­
shire, and inspected the facilities this 
port has to offer for the development 
of this trade.

Although the business. has as yet 
only reached the experimental stage, 
the results are highly encouraging. 
Six tons of Nova Scotia fish were re­
cently sold at Billingsgate and at 
Glasgow and in two French markets, 
the dealers of which, although skept­
ical at first, afterwards admitted that 
buyers for the big hotels and stores 
had been unable to distinguish be­
tween the Canadian fish and that or­
dinarily offered.

Attention has been particularly di­
rected to Newport as an incoming 
point, by reason of the existence of a 
large area of covered sheds, now va­
cant, which adjoin the quays and rail­
ways, and which could be readily 
converted Into markets. Ambitions 
of Importers are not confined merely 
to Canadian fish, but hopes are enter­
tained of admitting Canadian dairy 
products and meat on a large scale.

A tentative scheme has already 
been negotiated . with the Canadian 
Government Merchant Marine for 
chartering steamers .

Among the participants at the In­
spection at Newport, was Chief In­
spector of Fisheries Cowles, of Ot­
tawa, who has just arrived to report 
on the situation generally.

The Great Western Railway has 
promised to provide a quick special 
service from Newport to British mar­
keting centres and the chief contin­
ental markets.

Apart from this, a population of 
ten millions exist within 100 miles 
radius of Newport. The party re­
turned to London greatly Impressed 
with the opportunities this port offers 
fn this line. One Canadian, a recent 
arrival here, remarking that he had 
seen more shipping at Newport, than 
he had ever beheld at Montreal,, 
though until this time he had never 
heard of Newport
