A considerable amount of routine busi-
ness was gone through, including the
consideration of the Redistribution Bill
in Coramittee of the whole, after which
Mr. Bethune moved: the second reading
of s Bill to provide for compulsory
voting. He did not intend to press the
matter at this late stage of the session.
His object was to have a digcussion upon
the principle of the Biil.

After a lengthy discussion on the sub-
ject, it was moved that the order for go-
ing into committee on the Bill be dis-

well-aired (the air being entirely changed
at least hourly),unlighted rooms,the out-
