I venture to say that more actual 
words were written about it than any 
single happening in America. Certain- 
ly no single military battle ever got 
as much notice. Even the inaugura­
tion of a president was small in pub­
licity as compared with the advance 
news of this fight. It ran on for days 
and weeks and months. I had sensed 
this when I first began negotiations 
for Carpentier during the war. It 
was a big stake well worth playing 
for.

In the minds of many, including my­
self, there was a doubt as to Carpen­
tier being a good match for Dempsey. 
Just the same I knew the people 
wanted to see that fight. The inter- 
national flavor overshadowed any 
possible unevenness in the quality of 
the two boxers.

When it finally became possible for 
Carpentier to leave France after the 
war the rest was easy. There was 
little difficulty in arriving at terms. 
Dempsey signed to fight for $300,000 
and Carpentier for $200,000.

dollars was undreamed of ten years 
ago.

The amount of money to be paid the 
fighters was a secondary considera­
tion. The only thing to cause me 
worry or anxiety was the erection of 
an arena large enough to hold the 
crowd. There was no doubt In my 
mind that we had to have an arena. 
To have held a fight like that in an 
inclosed building would have meant 
the loss of color of flavor. There was 
no ball park or other outside place 
properly arranged to hold such a 
fight. Obviously there was but one 
thing to do.

I had to use all my experience In 
building a bigger and better arena, 
and, at the same time, locate it in a 
spot where the greatest number of 
people could reach it without too 
much inconvenience. There was never 
a question in my mind that the scene 
should be somewhere in the vicinity| 
of Greater New York. New Jersey al­
lowed fights of that nature. I turned 
my attention that way.

These calculations and subsequent 
explorations led me to the spot in 
Jersey City known as Boyle's Thirty 
Acres. Every move we made brought 
new spurts of publicity. For one time 
in my life the fight market was OD- 
solutely glutted with free advertis­
ing.

All this time, though, I was very 
mindful of the fact that every move 
I made had to be worthy of the pub­
licity. In other words, there must be 
no slip. It was up to mo to run this 
affair successfully and not disappoint 
the public. Consequently the building 
of the arena at Boyle’s Thirty Acres 
was done with such care and skill as 
could be intrusted in every able mind 
I could find.

Not a Mishap, Not an Arrest.
Our arrangements for handling the 

vast crowd had to be perfect. We 
worked on that problem for weeks. 
The police of Jersey City regarded the 
matter with deep interest and grow­
ing pride. Their help was Invaluable

I doubt if the public to this day 
fully realizes the perfection with 
which those details were carried out. 
Every man on his job seemed to take 
a pride in his work. The result was 
astonishing. We handled nearly 100,- 
000 excited people that historic after­
noon in Jersey City and there was not 
one accident. It was not necessary 
to make an arrest. This very re­
markable state of affairs was due 
mostly to the splendid policing and 
handling of crowds given by Mayor 
Hague and his officials of Jersey City, 
who planned and executed wonder- 
fully.

The thing that caused me the 
greatest anxiety and apprehension 
was the possibility of rain. You can 
readily visualize what might have 
happened had a downpour of rain set 
in after that great throng had been 
seated. Of course, if it had rained a 
few hours in advance we could have 
ostponed the fight. The thing I 

wanted to avoid, and the thing that 1
