MR. HOBSON’S ADDRESS.

‘A delegate expressed a wish to hear
Ifrom Mr. Hobson, as to what it was
hoped to accomplish, etc. Mr. Hobson
said:

meet here today. Your prompt response
to the call for a miners’ convention
{proves conclusively that you are here
'to make a united and determined effort
to better the conditions surrounding the
!mining industry, and to encourage the
|development of the vast mineral re-
{sources of the province,

! “You are here today, wgentlemen, for
‘the purpose of organizing a [Provincial
‘Mining Association, the vbject of whicn
Iwill be to encourage and foster the de-
!\'vlopment of the mining industry, which
{must be considered the paramount in-
| dustry of the province.

‘“The association, as I understand it,
iwill not be a technical one, concerning
‘itself 'with the science and practice of
mining; nor a commercial and financial
| one, concerning itself avith mining pro-
"Derties and investments:;.nor should it
have anything to do with labor prob-
lems, or interfere in any way with la-
ybor unions. ‘Most of the mining organ-
iizations of the world have been formed
I for these and similar purposes (with the
rexcéption of the California Miners’ As-
I sociation, which has attained such won-
derful success). :

*This association from its beginning
should make united efforts to  secure
legislation in behalf of the whole mining
industry, and otherwise promote and
protect the legal rights and privileges
of miners, prospectors, mine owners and
mining investors.

“In all other matters of general im-

_|portanee, it should represent the whole

mining interest, and express it.s policy,
and let this be the second associatioun or-
ganized in the world in the general in-

‘I terest of the mining industry.

“Tt should represent the concentratel
influence of the population of the prov-
ince directly or indirectly interested in
the industry of mining. Its influence
will be strongly felt in the halls of par-
liament and the provineial legislature.

*Through being composed of men rep-
resentative of the best ability and g'h:lr-
acter in the British Columbia mining
field, by adopting conservative measures
and conciliatory methods, and 'working
{with energy to secure its ends, it will se-
cure and maintain the confidence and
respect of the people, It will do much
to improve the present depressed condi-
tion 'of the industry and restore con-
fidence in the legitimate mining investor,
who is required to assist in placing the
mineral industry of the province on the
basis for large and profitable production
it should be.

“] feel confident, gentlemen, that the
association you will organizd today will
waintain its vitality so long as there s
mining done in the province of British
'Columbia. !

“The success of .the association will
depend upon the basis upon which it will
be organized, so I urge upon you to be
careful to organize upon a carefuliy laid
foundation. Tf this is done, the asso-
ciation cannot fail to be a grand success,
and general prosperity will surely Tre-
sult.”
