A meeting of the subeoribers of the Tem-
perance “Colonigation society wus held in
Albert hall last night, there being about 20
present. The chair was occupied by Col,
Stiaw and H. W, East acted as secretary.
The- chairman endeavored to account, for
the slit attendance on the ground that so
many rumors had gone abroad of cro ked
work that subscribers were becoming dis-
gusted and did ot take sufficient juterest
in the scheme to attend the' meetings, The
committee appointed 3 the subsecribers
bad worked hard and had gone to ounsider-
able troubl? in endeavoring to prenare a
draft of scrip that would be acceptable to
hoth the company and subscribers alike.
They had prepared no less than five drafrs
and they now found themaselves in about as
bad a. position as ever. Siace the last
meeting of the committee & bpumber of
‘strong aud rather acrimonious letters passed
between the secretary, Mr. East, and Mr.
Livingston. Finally a letter was received
from the latter, stating that if fifty sub.
scribers could be got to take up the pro-
posed form of serip and pay the instalments
thereon the directors would be quite willing
to issue it.

Mr. Somerville said thag-they had caught

| Mr. Livingston at his old tricksagain and

had placed things in ‘a false light, and he
was of opinion that the whole matter should
be thrown into chancery, which would be
the only effectual means of bringing the
directors to time.

Considerable crossfiring then took place
between Mr. Somerville and Mr. Rose, who
endeavored to defend Mr. Livingston, but
the: gentleman afterwards stated that he
did uot endorse ali that the manager had
done, Some of the subscribers thought the
