Canada"» Constitution Approved By the 
Federated Colonies.

The convention also adopted the 
clause of the constitution providing that the 
chief executive of the federation shall be 
known as the Governor-General and that he 
shall be appointed by tne Queen. A propo­
sition that the Governor-General should be 
elected by a popular vote was rejected 85 to 3.

IMP BISON EH FOR LOVE,
An Alleged Conspiracy on the Part of * 

Millionaire to Wreck a Man’s Life* 
Chicago, April 2.—Charges of a highly 

sensational character are made in a suit for 
#100,000 damages begun in the Circuit Court 
this morning. The plaintiff is Eugene Dun- 
ni vont, formerly a newsboy, who claims that 
his life has been wrecked as the result of a 
conspiracy between Orrin W. Potter, the 
millionaire president of the Illinois Steel Com­
pany, and Tom Fox, James Hutchins and 
Frank Allen, who are also made defendants. 
In his declaration young Dunnivant avers 
that in April, 1885, he was a poor boy six­
teen years of age, and was then engaged in 
selling newspapers in the district in which 
the Potter mansion is situated. While pur­
suing this vocation he made the acquaint­
ance of Mr. Potter’s daughter, a beautiful 
and accomplished girl. The acquaintance 
between the young people was distasteful to 
the girl’s father, and Dunnivant alleges that 
in November he was induced to accompany 
Frank Allen to South Chicago. Allen 
had a confederate who was dressed so 
as to personate plaintiff. Some cloth­
ing was stolen presumably by Allen 
and his confederate, and Allan was arrested- 
As a part of the scheme to send plaintiff to 
the penitentiary it is alleged that Allan ac­
cused plaintiff of the theft and caused his 
arrest He and Allan were jointly indicted 
for burglary.

At the trial in January, 1887, the daughter 
of Mr. Potter, knowing her lover’s inno­
cence, is said to have employed counsel to 
defend him. Dunnivant was convicted and 
sentenced to four years’ imprisonment.

Dunnivant served his term in the peniten­
tiary at hard labor, with the result that his 
health was broken completely, leaving him a 
physical wreck; hence this suit.

A BIO DEPUTATION TO THE ON­
TARIO GOVERNMENT.

/ The bill to amend the act incorporating the 
Toronto Financial Corporation Is a revival 
with amendments of the bill passed in 1873. 
The incorporators then were: D. Galbraith, 
Donald McKay, J. Watson, J. Scott, W. H. 
Dunspaugb, J. Enoch Thompson, John Kerr, 
W. Mortimer Clark and R. Hunter of Tor­
onto and Plummer Dewar of Hamilton. The 
company had a capital stock of $200,000 and 
was empowered to increase that amount from 
time to time to $500,000. Difficulties were 
experienced in organizing and establishing 
the company on account of some of the pro­
visions of the act and the want of other pro­
visions. Accordingly the company has peti­
tioned for necessary amendments. The name 
is to be changed to “The Canada Mortgage 
and. In vestment Company,” the provisional 
directors are to be1 James K. Kerr, W. R. 
Brock, W. Macdonald, F. Nicolle and E. 
Galley, the capital stock is to be $1,000,000; 
the capital stock "may be increased from time 
*o time to $5,000,000, etc.

Truancy and Compulsory Education.
Mr. Ross’ bill respecting truancy and com­

pulsory school education makes a number of 
important changes. It provides that all 
children between 8 and 14 years of age shall 
attend school for the full term during which 
the school of the section or municipality in 
which they reside is open each year, unless 
excused for reasons mentioned. The present 
law places the age limit at 7 and 13 years 
and the period of attendance at 100 days. 
The new bill also provides that the police 
commissioners, or, in cases where there are 
no police commissioners, the municipal coun­
cil of every city, town, incorporated village 
aud township shall appoint one or more 
persons to act as truant officers for the 
enforcement of this act. The truant 
officer shall, for the purposes of this act, be 
vested with police powers, and shall have 
authority to enter factories, workshops, 
stores and all places where children may be 
employed, and shall perform such services as 
may be deemed necessary for the enforce­
ment of this act. And it shall also be his 
duty to institute proceedings for violation of 
the act. As a penalty, instead of $5 as at 
present, the bill provides that any person or 
officer mentioned in this act, and designated 
as having certain duties to perform in the 
enforcement of any of its provisions, neglect­
ing to perform any suen duties, shall be 
liable to a fine of not less than $25 nor 
more than $50 for each and every offence.

BULLETS DEPOPULATING COKEDOM. THE EDUCATIONAL PARLIAMENT.
A Mob of 500 Rioters Destroy Pennsyl­

vania .Properties and are Snot 
Down by the Police.

Mount Pleasant, Pa., April At 
about 2.45 this morning a mob of about 500 
men
They destroyed soate of the company’s pro­
perty and then proceeded to cut the tele­
phone and telegraph lined" of the coke 
pany so that no warning could be sent to the 
people at Morewood. About 3 o’clock a 
party of rioters between 400 and 500 strong 
marched to Morewood. The deputy-sheriffs 
were soon in readiness to receive the attack. 
After looting the company’s store the 
rioters marched to the barn enclosure and 
attempted to break down the gates. They 
succeeded in doing this and as they entered 
Capt, Laurer called out to them to halt or he 
would fire upon them. Their answer was to 
fire u rattling volley in the direction of the 
deputies, none of whom were seriously in­
jured. Capt Laurer then gave the order to 
fire. Two volleys were fired before the mob 
broke and ran. Seven fell dead in the pub­
lic road and 27 were found wounded, four of 
whom died. The rioters then broke into 
small groupe and made their escape in various 
directions.

As usual during a raid the strikers were 

armed with revolvers, stones, iron bars 
and every conceivable weapon obtainable. 
The volleys from the Winchesters were well 
directed and but a few rounds were neces­
sary to drive the frightened rioters back into 
the hills where hundreds of their fellow- 
strikers had gathered in anticipation of 
assisting in the raid but not in a battle with 
guards. The firing on both sides continued 
hardly three minutes. The volleys from the 
guards had terrible effect on the compact 
mass of strikers, while the latter made an 
attempt to return the fire with what wea­
pons they possessed, but without effect. The 
dead were left lying m the road while the 
wounded. estimated at bet ween 40 and 59, were 
assisted bodily carried away into the hills 
by their fellows. All day the entire coke 
region has presented scenes of the wildest 
excitement. The foreign element especially 
has been driven frantic. Always turbulent, 
sullen and ready for desperate measures they 
are not one whit cowed by the death of 
several of their number, while they have 
sedulously concealed in their homes tnose of 
their number who were wounded, many, no 
doubt, unto death.

Late to-night word was received here that 
two more men concerned in the riot hacLdied 
in strikers’ houses near the Morewood rks, 
where they had been dragged by their 
fellows. Their names could not be learned, 
but it is known that one was an English- 
speaking foreigner. Tuese two deaths make 
nine in all that are known, but there is no 
doubt others are dead or in a critical 
conditions. Reports late to-night from all 
over the region indicate a fearfully danger­
ous and excited condition of affairs and the 
word that the military was soon to be on 
guard was received by the law-abiding labor 
officials and coke operators alike with the 
liveliest satisfaction at Leisinring.

At 9 o’clock this morning another attack 
was attempted by the coke strikers and three 
more were killed. Twenty-five of the rioters 
were wounded in this last scuffle. This story 
has not yet been confirmed from Morewood.

Labor officials deny the men at Morewood 
were killed for good cause . and warrants 
have been issued for the deputies ou the 
charge of murder, with General Manager 
Lyncn of the Frick Company and Superin­
tendent Ramsey of the Morewood plant 
charged as accessories before the fact.

A Well-Paid Teacher Unable to Find Time 
to Draw His Salary—Teachers 

Duties and Status.f This notice of motion was submitted by 
Mr. Lee at the meeting of the Public 
School Board last night: “That whereas the 
headmaster of Bolton school, John 
Campbell, has indicated through the 
Teachers’ Association that he is unable by 
reason of infirmity or otherwise to find time 
out of the 160 Idle and unemployed days 

ti year to draw his salary, that the 
oof Management Committee be requested 

to investigate into and report on the advisa­
bility of replacing Mr. Campbell by a 
younger and more active teacher, one who 
will be able to walk up to tne office for the 
purpose of drawing his large salary of $1500 
per annum without the risk of exhaustion or 
serious illness.”

The Finance Committee’s report passed 
without amendment. On its recommenda­
tion this clause was added to the regulation* 
relating to teachers: “That in case any 
teacher is granted leave of absence by the 
board for four months or more at a time, the 
year in which such absence is granted shall 
not count in the period of service of suoh 
teacher in the employ of the board.”

“That in accordance with the resolution 
of the board, passed Oct. 9, 1890. the duties 
of the principals of Ryerson, Wellesley, Duf­
fer in and Jesse Ketchum schools, as super­
vising principals, be extended to the other 
schools, including the work of the special 
teachers, in their respective districts, with­
out additional salary, and that for the above 
purpose the city be sub-divided into four 
districts.”

This clause was the cause .of an hour’s dis­
cussion. ' Dr. Ogden opposed the clause and 
four following ones which depended on 
the first. He took the ground that 
the Local Government was considering a 
proposition somewhat similar, and it might 
be just as well to let it stand to await the 
the action of the Parliament. Every trustee 
expressed his opinion for or against the 
scheme, with the result that it was referred 
back for furtuer consideration.

This motion of Dr. Burgess was adopted: 
That young men nolding second-class certifi­
cates, or those of a higher grade, be granted 
the same privilege as young ladies holding 
certificates of a similar gradq, and be allowed 
to enter into competition with them for 
junior positions, and oe eligible'for appoint­
ment thereto, in our city schools, and at 
similar salaries. ”

Mr. William Hamilton Merritt read the 
resolution adopted oy the convention and 
which have already been published. He 
said that while the mining interests had not 
been intentionally slighted they were of such 
a character as to deserve serious considera­
tion.

Certainly it will not be 
created during this session. This statement 
comes from one of the staunchest supporters 
of tne Government who yesterday said: 
“Tnere is nothing m it The Government do 
not entertain tne idea at all If tney intend 
to adopt any proposition at all it will be tnat 
of creating a separate bureau with a deputy, 
but I scarcely believe that they will even do 
tills.”

And remember that this came from a 
Government supporter who is as deep in tne 
secrets of the Government as are any of the 
followers of Oliver Mowat. •

Little Trouble Is Anticipated In Connec­
tion With Fava’s Recall.

Rome, April 2.—Premier Rudini to-day 
sent another cable message to the United 
States on the subject of the New Orleans 
trouble. The message is a reply to Mr. 
Blaihe’s last note, and in it the premier says 
Italy has asked nothing but a prompt insti­
tution of regular judicial proceedings against 
the guilty parties at New Orleans. He adds 
tnat it woul^i have been absurd to claim 
punishment for the offenders without the 
guarantees afforded by a regular trial. The 
diplomatic incident, Premier Rudini says, 
can onlv be considered closed when the 
Federal Government has declared in precise 
terms that the prosecutions will be com­
menced. In the meantime the Italian Gov­
ernment takes cognizance of the Federal 
Government’s declaration, acknowledging 
the fact that compensation is due to the 
families of the victims by virtue of the treaty 
existing between the two countries.

Cincinnati, O., April 2.—The first de­
mand for the eight-hour day in this oily was 
made by 150 plasterers, who went on strike 
to-day. They had demanded as long ago as 
last August an eight-hour day aud pay at 45 
cents an hour. The rule has been 35 cents 
an hour with a nine-hour day. At a meet­
ing held to-day it was decided to strike and 
committees were apixrinted to get all the 
plasterers to join them.

Indianapolis, April 2.—The tinners hav­
ing refused to accept the agreement present­
ed by the bosses were yesterday locked out.
About 290 men were affected.

Milford, Mass., April 2.—All the Milford 
granite cutters quit work to-day because the 
demand for $3 a day, beginning to-day, was 
not granted.
