The Bominion Mas No Jurisdiction Yet
Attorney-General Sifton was asked:

Order was made it would probably be
such as to direct the restoration of those
privileges that were taken away from
the Catholics by the legislation of the
Local Government in 1890. The faect
that the order has been made makes it
s straight issué now betwesn the ‘old
and the new school systems.”

The Remedial Order Is Right

Mr. R, P. Robli®. ex-leader of the Op-
position in the Manitoba Legislature,
gave this statement: “I believe the Re-
medial Order is right and just, irrespec-
tive of its effect on political parties. T
had to do with many- matters and
things connected with the Greenway
Government in their early history. I
accompanied Mr. Joseph Martin and J.
W. Dafce, néw editor of The Montreal
Herald, to a meeting at 8t. Francois
Xavier, where Mr. Burke was appealing
to the electorate for his return. We were
authorized by Greenway and the leaders
ot the Liberal party to say to the
French and Roman Catholic people of
that divisics- if they would vote for our
candidate, Mr. Francis, who was an
Englishman aprd a Protestant, and
against Me, Burke, who was a Frenchman
and a Rowan Catholic, that their schools
and language would not be interfered
with. Mr. Martin made this pledge, the
people took his word, elected the English-
man and Protestant and defeated the
Frenchman and Catholic. The Harrison
Government was thereby defeated, Mr.
Ux-gequy being called upon to take
officc.

Maud Lillian Perry, aged 11, daughter
of A. W. Perry, 280 Broadview-ave.
disappeared under strange circumstances
on Wednesday evening last.

Shortly before 10 o'clock Mrs. Perry
gent her stepdaughter to. the woodshed,in
rear of the house, to get some kiundling
wood. Five minutes having elapsed with-
out the return of the child, the mother
went to the door and called her. She
received no.answer and started . out
with) a lamp’ to investigate. She was de-
layed a short time owing to the light
becoming extinguished. When she ar-
rived in the woodshed, no trace of the
girl could be found. The door leading
from the woodshed to a lane, which was
always kept fastened, was open, while
Iving beside it were a number of small
pieces of kindiing, which had evidently
been picked from the pile by the child.

Mrs.Perry thought perhaps the little
girl had gone to the residence of Mr.John
Hastings, at 207 Hamilton-street, to
meet her lather. When the doctor re-
turned home, however, it was ascertained
that she had not been there, and a
thorough search of the East End failed
to locate her.

Mrs. Perry said last night that she
thought that Maud had been kidnapped.
The World learned later, however, that
she had beeu taken to the Children’s Shel-
ter at 1856 Adelaide-street. It appears
that on Wednesday night she went to the
house of som2 friends in Hamilton-street,
and after wandering about all day
Thursday was taken in and sheltered for
the night by a man named Foster, liv-
ing in Yonge-street. Foster yesterday
communicated with the authorities, to
whom the girl said that she had run
ill-used her for small offences. Her arm
ill-used for small offences. Her arm
had a bad bruisg, which she said-was
inflicted by a blow from the tea-kettle.
The ehild was. taken to the Children’s
Shelter pending enquiries and has de-
clared that she prefers staying there to
going home. The case will be heard
in the Children’s Court to-day.

Formal Notice Calling the Members To-
gether—Fishery Cruilsers to Go Into
Commission—Duty on Codfish in Cuba
‘lld Porto Rico—Notes of Applications
to be Made to Parliament.

Ottawa, Ont., March 22,—His Excél-
leney to-day signed the proclamation
addressed to our beloved and faithful
the senators of the Dominion and the
members elected to serve in the House
of Commons of our said Dominion, and
to each and every one of you command-
ing, and by temor of these presents en-
joining you, and each of you, and all
others in this behalf interested, that on
Thursday, April 18 next, at our city of
Ottawa, aforesaid, personally youn be
and appear for the despatch of Lusiness,
to treat, do, act and conclude upon those
thinge which in our sﬁd Parliament of
: Canada, by common council of our said

Dominion, may by favor of God be or-
dained.

The Loan Asked By the Sealers.

An answer is expected in a- few days
to the petitioms forwarded recently to
the Imperial Government on behalf of
the :Canadian sealers, requesting a loan
to cover the mmount of the damages by
illegal svizuz{\n Behring Sea, which the
United Statés Congress has refused to
settle by the payment of $425,000.

“It is interesting,” said a' fisheries
official to-day; *“in comnection with the
refusgl of Congress to acqniesee in the
United States Government’s proposal to
settle our claim, to note how the grounds
upon -which Congress based its action
square with the principle maintained by
the United States itself in making sim-
ilar claims against Great Britain. Sen-
ator Morgan opposed payment on the
ground that the damages were purely
prospective. In 1878 some Americans
attempted to catch fish in Fortune Bay,
Newioundland, on Sunday. They were
prevented by the mnatives . and entered
claims against Great Britain for this in-
terference, although Sunday fishing was
against the local law. The claims were
based wholly on prospective profits, but
Great Britain settled them off-hand by
the payment of $75,000. The American
Government made a similar claim last
year becauce a sturgeon line, alleged
to have been set in American waters,
Lake Erie, was destroyed by a Cana-
dian fishery officer. Tke claim was

based on the prospective catch for the
i whole season. It: turned out, however,
| that the line was set in Canadian waters
{ and mothing was allowed. Otherwise
the United §tates would have insisted
on our paying the piper.”

Ogilvie's Arducus Trip in Alaékn.

It appears that the recent‘trip of Sur-
veyor Ogilvie and his party to Alaska
was far more arduous than newspaper
reports have mentioned. Nearly all the
members of the party were reduced to
skeletons. From what your correspond-
ent learns, the Taku route to Yukom,
which Mr. Ogilvie went to survey, does
not appear to be a very suitable ome
for the purpose of getting men and sup-
plies into Alaska country.

Ottawa Board of Works has decided
to call for new tenders for asphalt pav-
ing of Sparks and B‘ank-streets, Messrs,
Heney & Smith having decided not to
accept the contract awarded them. Evi-
dently they realized that their prices
were far too low.

Duty on Codfish in Cuba.

Advices have ‘been received from the
High Commissioner that dried codfish
from Canada, heretofore admitted into
Cuba and Porto Rico free of customs
duty, has been placed on the tariff of
those islands at a minimum rate, that
is, $1.80 in Cuba and'90e in Porto Rico
per 100 killograms, gross, and that these
rates apply to all fish entering those
ports after the 1st inst.

Two Suits Over Drains.

In the case of Gibson v. North = East
Hope, before the Supreme Court, Wil-
son, Q.C., had concluded his argument
for appellant when the court
took recess, and when Their Lordships
returned they gave judgment dismissing
the appeal with costs. The judgment
held that prior to the act of 1890, when
a petition for a drain was presented
to a Municipal Council, a petitioner
could not afterwards withdraw, that in
this case if the party could have with-
drawn he was stopped from alleging
withdrawal by his acquiescence in the
coustruction and use of the drain, and
the trial judge having found that the
drain was practically completed, and his
decision having been affirmed on appeal,
the court would not interfere with the
finding and order the drain to be com-
pleted as appellant asked.

The next @ase taken up was Township
of Colchested South v. Valad, in which
the appellant corporation seek to have
set aside the report of a referee in an
action for injury to respondent’s laud by
a drain. The corporation claim that
the report shows an its face that re-
spondent had no remedy by action, but
ghould have had an arbitration under
the Municipal Act. Argument was.pro-
ceeding when the court adjourned.

BRITISH DEFE A1 IN INDIA.
The Kban of Jandol Attacks 'a Detach
ment and Is Victorious.

Calcutta, Mareh 22.—The trouble in
Chitral, or Little Cashgar, on the south
slope of the Hindoo Kois, is on the eve of
renewal. Umra, the Khan of Jandol,
learning _that a British expedition was
coming to expel him from the territory
which he invaded a few months ago,
when he defeated the forces of the Meh-
tar of Chitral, recently collected 2000
mules to convey provisions to a stroug
fort where he intended to fortify himself
against the Dritish.

In the meantime Sher Afzul, uncle of
the Rajah of Chitral, who was murder-
ed last winter by his brother; Ameer
Ulmulk, captured the town Chitral
and immediately sent a propitiatory of-
fering in the shape of treasure to Umra,
hoping by this token of Jfriendship to
avert farther attacks from that chief.
The Chitral troops recognize Sher Afzul
as their roler in prefercnce to Ameer
Ulmulk, who proclaimed himself Rajah.

1000 Against 60

‘News was received here to-day of the
defeat of a Sikh companyy under Lieut.
Ross by Chitralis. Lieut, Ross and 60
Sikhs were marching to reinforce the
troops at Reshun. ;The natives who
were behind breastworks near Karagh
fusilladed them and forcéd them to re-
treat. They followed the campany close-
ly and eventually hemmed them in on
all sides. There were about 1000 na-
tives all firing steadily upon the Sikhbs.
Ross, 46 Sikh soldiers and eitht eamp
followers were left dead on the field.
The rest escaped.

Another relief force will be started for
Reshun with all haste.

A UNIQUR FATALITY.

Pleco of a Broken Necdle.Embedded fw' a
Child’s Brain.

Vinita, IT., March 22.—Mrs: James
Vaughan was sewing on her machine this
afternoon, when a needle spapped and
a. part of it stuck in the table. She
put in a new needle and continuned her
work.  About 10 minutes later she
noticed that her 2-year-old daughter sat
rather quiet on the floor and calied to
her, but received no answer. She picked
the child up and found that she was dead.
A physician found that the eause of death
was a small part of the needle, which
had struck the eye and penetrated the
brain.

Sugar and Arsenic at Aumction.

Philadelphia, March 22,—Nearly a
million pounds of beet root sugar mingl-
ed with which there is a quantity of
arsenic, said to be sufficient to poison
the entiréd population of Philadelphia,
are to Be¢ sold to satisfy the Government.
The esale is to take place on Friday
morning at a bonded warehouse, where
the sugar part of the cargo of the Ger-
man steamer Remus is stored. No men-
tion is made of the fact that the sugar
to be eold is mixed with arseric, but
an analysis shows the presence of a
large quantity of the drug.

The cargo, which has been abandoned
to the Government, was damaged in
transit across the Atlantic, and was
mixed with a quantity of arsenic that
was also in the ship's hold.

Sir Willlam Harcourt Approved of the
Proposal as to the Logical Outcome of
Extending the Sufifrage—-Mr. Goschen
Alleged That Payment Would Taint
the Purity of Public Life. _

London, March 22,—Mr. Alfred Webb,
member for West Waterford, asked if it
were true that all holders of United
States securities must send to the United
States authorities returns of their total
income before Aps] 156, under a penalty
of 50 per cent. additional income tax.

Sir Edward Grey said that the an-
nouncement which the Foreign Office had
caused to be published in The Gazette
of March 19 gave the law as it was. As
to details, enquirers should communicate
with Her Majesty’s consul in New York.

Reparation froin Nicaragua.

Mr. C. E. H. Vincent asked if Great

Britain has asked any reparation from .

Nicaragua for ber infraction of British
territorial rights in the Mosquito reserve
and ‘her arbitrary action in regard to
the British vice-consul.

Sir Edward Grey said that communica-
tion had been had with Nicaragua
through the representative accredited
by that country to the United Kingdom
regarding the arrest of the vice-consul
at Bluefields and the imprisonment and
expulsion from Nicaragua of certain Brit-
ieh subjects last _August.

Until Nicaragud's reply was received
he thought it would be undesirable to
make any public statement of the terms
of Great Britain’s communication.

Sir Edward. Grey, Under Foreign Secre-
tary, announced that the Government
had learned officially that all of the
4rmenian ecclesiastics now in prison
would be brought to Constantinople and
released upon taking an oath guaran-
teeing their future good behavior.

Payment of Members.

William Allan (Radical) moved that the
members receive payment for their ser-
vice. He reminded the House that a
gimilar resolution was passed in the
session of 1893, with the Government’s
approval, although no subsequent action
had been taken.

Sir H. Stafford Northcote, Conserva-
tive for Exeter, offered an amendment to
the effect that no further burdens should
be imposed on the nation.

Sir William Harcourt, Chancellor of
the Exchequer, said the payment of mem-
bers was the logical outcome of the ex-
tension of the sufirage. The House was
now too much of one class. He repudi-
ated the suggestion that the payment
of members would Jead tq corruption and
election of unfit men. Democracy might
be trusted, he eaid, to prevent such
evils, The proposal was wise and expe-
dient, and its execution would conduce
toi the honor of the House., He promised
to advance it in every possible way.

y Mr. Goschen opposed the motion. He
as proud to be acquainted with the
enuine labor members now in the House,

he said, and he -would welcome more, but

the payment of members would lower the
status of Parliament and taint the
purity of publje life, without inereasing
the number of iworkingmen in the Com-

maons. :

Sir H. Stafiord Northcote’s amendment
was lost' and Mr, ‘Allan’s motion was
passed by a vote of 176 to 158.
