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- Nova Scotiu hnu ulways bcen be~
hind ber sister Province in respect to
manufactures, but now we are pleased
to be able to record the fact that our
people are waking up. The appella-
tion of “Sleepy Hollow,”’ given to this
Province, by our American cousins, has
been, we are sorry to admit, too well
deserved.. We have a beautiful coun
try—the best in regard to climate, soil
and natural resources, in the Domin-
jon by long odds—in consequence of
which we have been enabled to live
easily, and without any necessity for
cultivating a spirit of enterprise in
order to save us from starvation. With
the change in our constitution, times
have changed, expenses are heavier.
The abrogation of the Reciprocity
Treaty with the United States, depriv-
ed us, ina great measure,ofa profit. |
able trade; and commerce, which this
Province at that time chiefly depend
ed on for prosperity, has been in some
measure, wisely or unwisely, sacriticed
for the benefit of the manufacturer.
Now, with the natural manufacturing
advantages, the iron, coal and water-|
power possessed by the Provinoe,v o ild
it not be wise for our people to chunge
the business of the country from com-
merce, which is now crippled, to manu
factures which are protected and foe-
tered by the Government? Nature so
constructed Nova Scotia, and so located
her, geographically, as to make her
admirably adapted for either a manu:
facturing or a commercial coun-
try, and, giving each an equal
chance, perbaps our people would
prefer commerce  to manufac.
tures. There is more pleasure—
wore excitement in the former than in
the latter; but under present circum-
stances the chances are not equal, and
unless we again obtain a reciproeity
treaty with the United States, they
never will be equal. Therefore, it
stand this Province in hand to pay
more attention to manufacturing than
to commerce . Halifax has at last come
to this conclusion, and all parties there
are uniting in an endeavor to establish
extensive manufacturing industries in
or near that city. The Sugar Refinery
with a capital of $300.000, promises to
be a great success, and now there is a
good prospect that an extensive cotton
and wollen mill, with a half-million
dollar’s capital, will come into opera-
tion at an early day. The people of
Halifax never do things by halves
when once they get fairly awaken, but
it does take a hard shakingto make
them open their eyes. They talked
about a Music Hall for as much as ten
years before they mude up their minds
to build one; but when they went to
work in carpest about it they put up
one that has no equal for its size in the
Dominion. So it will be in respect to
manufactures. Hslifax will some day
astonish the Dominion with the extent
and variety of its enterprises.

Qur own County has long felt the
depression in business generally, and

~——zuet soon follow, in a small way, the

lead of the metropolis.  Although
Annapolis is essentially an agricultural
County, it does not follow that we
should bind ourselves down to the one
industry of agriculture. Some manu-
factures, as well as some branches of
commerce, go hand in hand with agri
culture. For instance, the manufac.
ture of flour and meal, agricultural
implements, lumber, barrels, buckets,
brooms, laths, shingles, &c., &c. The
few small manufactories now in opera-
tion in the County, are insufficient for
the requiraments of the people, and
they must be increased in number and
extent if we do not want to be forever
dependent on the Upper Provinces and
the United States for our supplies of
many of the articles numerated ahove.

We are pleased to learn that a move
has been made in Middleton toward
establishing a steam mill at that flour-
ishing village. The idea is to build a
grist mill, saw mill and barrel manu.
factory combined, fo begin with, and if
the business will warrant it, in a short
time a planer, and a carding machine
will be attached. If this enterprise
is started we are convinced that, situ-
ated in the heart of a densely populat-
lated farming country, it will pay
splendid dividends to the stockholders
and Le the nucleus of avery extensive
manufacturing business—success to it.
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Goop Beer.—Col. Starratt, of Para-
disc, has sold one of his imported
thoroughbred Ayrshire bulls, to Mr.
McDonald, the cattle dealer, for the
English market. The animalisa fine
looking beast. He weighed 1650 lbs.
on Murdoch’s scales, "and it is.estimat-
ed that he will go 1000 1bs. when dress.
ed. Good figures were obtained.

The Col. informs us that three this
year's calves, from this sire, realized
him respectively—$25, $32 and $60;
the latter being a very bandsome ani-
mal.

This is the kind of stock that pays
our farmers to keep. Poor stock, our
more inteiligent agriculturists say, is
what no farmer can afford to keep, and
we believe 1t. However, the
best stock is mot every requi-
site—good warm, well ventilated
quarters, and wholesome, nutritious
feed, is of paramount importance.

The idea has long since exploded—
“that it is best to let cattle rough it—
they will be all the better and bardier.”
Some of our farmers, however, seem to
retnin the practice, if they reject the
belief. Now, all precedent gnes to
show, that the better cattle are fed,and
the better care generally that is taken
of them, the more profit they are to
their owners. How can any man ex-
pect to have good stock if all winter
Jong they are compelled to stand in a
barn that the winds can blow through
anywhere at will, and are fed on the
poorest hay the farm produces? This is
no fancy picture, as many will testify,
Drive through the country in the

,apring of the year when the cattle are
first turned to grass, and such a farm-
er's n.ock will testify if for bim. Farm.
ers like these sell everything they can

. well off their farms and keep the refuse
for themselves and stock. A pradent
mip takes the best care he gan of his
caitle, for he knows it pays.

Casy vs, Crepir.—In reading over
our exchanges the other day we came
across the observation that the *dead-
beat account has to be made gdod by
the cash customer.” [t isa fact and
one that cannot 'be denied, and one
that is hard to remedy. Itis mot the
seller’s, tault that is certain- a moment’s
reflection would convince anyone -of
that, but it is clearly the fault of those
who run up long accounts—in many
cases with no intentiun of paying
them. These latter are worse than
sneak thieves, and the very nature of
them renders it worse than wasted
time to make any appeal to them, for
they can have no conception of any
moral law or principle. On the class
who habitually run accounts with every
intention of paying at the time, but
who, by some singular change that
apparently comes over them, put off
the payment of their just dues, even
when they have the money, as long as
they possibly can, must the burden of
the trouble mainly rest, as they are
the largest body of all.  How often
Jdoes one hear merchants say *“he’ll
pay—he is all right—but he is. awful
slow—wants nudging up.” No one
objects to-running periodical accounts,
provided they are settled on first
rendering of account; but it is this
keeping accounts open, repeated dun-
ning, getting pay by small installments,
in many cases not enough to cover the
interest, that oripples business.

Cash pays its own way—everthing is
plain in its path. The merchant who
receives cash for his goods can buy
closer, and give the buyer the benefit
of it. Not only this, but the merchaunt’s
labors are materially lightened. No
oredit, no books, except stock and cash
books in partnership business. Credit
requires a large outlay to conduct it.
This the eustomer has to pay for.
Credit renders the expense of note
discounting necessary—a heavy item—
and all the trouble and worrying inci-
dental to their retiring. Cash simpli.
ties everything. A puays B, B pays C,
and C pays A, who immediately turns
and pays D, and so it goes. Credit has
reduced many a man to beggary, by
rendering him powerless to meet his
engagements, 2

It has been a knotty question gen-
erally among merchants how to proper-
ly give a cash customer the advantage
he deserves. The foregoing will show
that the latter has to pay indirectly for
things that can hardly be helped under
the present system, but atall events
there certainly should be some-way
provided by which he can reap a direct
advantage. Two prices won't work;
but a certain percentage deducted in
the buyer’s interest, we think, would
prove a feasible plan, if rigidly adher-
ed to,—monthly and quarterly accounts,
which 30 ma&ny working men must of
necessity run, to be reckoned as cash,
when scrupulously paid in full at the
end of the month or quarter.

One word in conclusion, pay your
small accounts, don't pitch them aside,
thinking “anytime will do for that ;"
but remember that *islunds from

insects grow.”

A New Syndicate.

A new Syndicate has been formed,
or is under construction, to build the
Canadian Pacific Railway, under differ.
ent terms in many points, to the pre-
sent scheme,now the subject of the most
excited discussion by the members of
both parties in the Dominion parlia-
ment. From the Halifax ‘Chronicle we
extract briefly the terms under which
the new syndicate professes to offer to
construct the road : —

1. Money subsidy $22,000,000 ;
do, 22,000,000 acres.

2. No exemption from duty on ma.
terial imported for use in the con-
struction of the railway or telegraph
lines.

3. No exemption from municipal or
Dominion taxation on their railway
property or capital stock.

4. No special privileges with respect
to branch lines, parliament being left
free to charter new lines to rum in any
direction.

5. Government to have the privilege
of postponing the construction of the
Eastern Section, in  which event the
Syndicate are willing to construct the
Sault St. Marie line, 294 miles long, for
a bonus of $12,000 per mile.

6. Government to have the option of
postponing the construction of the
western Section from Kamloops to
Port: Moody.

7. Government to have the option of
postponing the construction. of the
mountain division of the Central Sec-
tion.

8. They propose to give the Govern.
ment the option of assuming possess.
ion of the line on any part of it, and of
all property and assets of the company,
by paying a compensation to be agreed
upon, or to be settled by arbitration in
the eyent of failure to agree.

The mode of payment of subsidy and
other details are much the same as
those provided in the present contract.
The road is to remain in Canadian
hands. One clause of the act makes it
imperative to the company to open the
stock books for public subscription'in
the cities of Montreal, Toronto, Halifax,
St. John, Charlottetown, Winnipeg and
Victoria. The directors are also chosen
eo that the interests of each Province,
so far as they are represented in the
Syndicate, shall be represented on the
directorate, The stock books are to be
opened to the public.
