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Catholies in Tudis, may enable thie Missionary in the far west to
bring tho good tuhups of peace to the will savage who was
governed by no law but that of lus passiuns,

But when wu retlect upon the vast amount of gord accum-
phslhicd by the Saciety, we cannat but tegard the sden of 1ts for-
mation as one inspired by Heaven.  I'he Missions of Austraha,
China, and Occanica, are almost exclusisely 1ndebted to the
Saciety for means of subsistcoce.  Many of the strugghng
Hishoprics on our own Conument were fusiéred aud cuconraged
by the Associatton.  ‘Fhe vost number of Priests who are every
year leaviug their country for some important and dangerous
mnssion, and who are supported by the Association must efftct
incaleulable goud. ‘I'he mite which we contribute towards the
fuuds, may, with the Divine blessing, be the means of reserving
many souls from the bondsge of sin and darkness, and shame
upun the Catholic who would grudge the sum of one hall
penny u week towards the great and gloriwus objects of tlus
Assaciation,

‘I'he spiritual advantages we can derive from membership in
the Soctety would be a sufficient motive 25 induce us to coutri-
Lute, but when we see the Church exalted and the Glory of God
promated, and the salvatiun of ionumerable souls securcd, we
would be unwarthy cinldren of the good old Catholic Church if
we desertell a cause which she holds so dearly at hemt.  The
Catholics of Halifax have ceriamly done well ; bt 1t was in
their power to have done better. ~ ('pwards of two thousand
francs however, heve been sent to France thus year, and from
the spirit that animaied the lust meeung of cur Branch Society,
we know that the Collectors and Contributors will be increased
1u number, and thay a new unpetus will be given to their zeal
and cfficiency  We should he debghted 10 hear that every
Mission in Nova Scotia had its Branch Association for the pro-
pagauon of our holy Iuith.  May God grant that we shall goon
witness v happy a consminmation.

EXTRACT FROM THE SPEECH O MR. LUCAS, THE
TALENTED AND ABLE EDFFOR OF THE TABLET,
AT A MERTING OF THE CATHOLICS OF LONDON,
TO PROTEST AGAINST ‘THE AGGRESSIONS OF
AUSTRIA.

.“ If bowerer, this be too much for us to hope ; 1f we cannot
raise the means t4 equip a regiment, we may at least make z
beginuing, (Hear,) Ve may set an example. (Cheers.) Qur
example, 1doubt not, will be fullowed by other parts of the
metrepolis.  The example of the metropolis will be followed
in other parts of this kingdom. The example of Fngland will
btf followed by that of Ireland, (Loud cheers.) The example
of freland will be fullowed in every colony of the Briush
Crown wheig, there is 1 Catholic to bo found. {Cheers.) The

exampie of the Dritish empire will be fullowed by Lrauce, by
Belgium, by Spain, by cvery part of Catholic Europe, through-
out America, and in every part of tho globe. (‘F'remendons
chéers.) We probably shall be abla ineur amall capacity to do
litile towards strengthening the Holy Sce; but if our example
rouses the world, and of to-night you sct in a manner worthy of
yourselves, tlus meeting will have a great result, and a heavy
blow will be struck aguinst the southern despot of Lurope.
(Chicers ) ‘'I'here are some persons, indeed, with whom 1 have
spoken, wbo think this a shght contest—a contest i which the
Holy See can have no need of support from the great Powers ;
that the whabitants of Ttaly will be able to carry the Pepo
through, and save bim from the power of Austria without eatet-
nalhelp. 1ain sorry to say that I am of no such opinion. 1
think we may underrate, but cannot castly overrate the power
of Austria to do iischief. (Ifear.) It is true that in one
sensc Austria is weak. She is a great agglomeraticn of vari-
ous states, cumposed of different races, and combining different
interests ; and there is, in fact, a Repeal question silently agi-
tated at the presentmoment in every province of the Austrian
empiro. (Cheers.) ‘This strange aggregation of heterogencons
parts is held together by old traditions of government, old arts
of policy, and, above all, by willitary force. Itis absnrd to re-
gard Jtuly—the central and southern states of Italy—as other-
wise than feeble when oppusced to Austria.  The armny of Aus-
tria, even in periods of peace, is fouror five times as
numeraus as that of Bugland. (lear.) ‘Tho BEughsh army 13
Iutle more than 100,000 men ; the army of Austria, in a timo
of peace, when there was no thought or apprehension of war,
exceeded 400,000, (lIcar.) TFor one year of which I have had
the apportenity of noting the part:culars in figures, the number
of Austrian soldiers on furlough very nearly reached the total
strength of the Brtish army.  Inthe year 1830 Austria had mn
arms an ordinary furce of 100,000 men. The French Revoluti-
on broke out, ynd Austria irembled; but sce on that occasion what
a powor she possesses of augmenting almost withot preparation
her military strength.  In that year by one aet the Austrian
army was raised from 400,080 men to more than 530,000 ; 1t
was augmented in one year by considerably morc than the en-
tire army of this empire. A hundred and thirty thousand men
wese raiscd in one year, and that too without adding a tax or
angmenting in the smallest degree the public Lurthens of the
State. (Hear, hear.) What a power is this? If we considcr
this merely as a military question, how easy would it be for
Austria to overrun ltaly ! And how is it possible for the Ro-
maun States, with their miserable force of some 20,000 men to
appose an cflectual resistence to this, overwhelmning power?
Morcover, in all mere human calculations, it is impossible—
utterly, absolutely impossible—for your voluntary subscription,
or voluntary subscriptions from cvery orany part of the world,
10 reack the Pope intime to prevent the subjugation of the states
of the Church, should the aid of the great Powers of Europe be
withheld, and Austria set seriously to work ather infernal bu-~
siness. (Cheers.) Itis better thus to state the facts as they
are, and, instead of feeding ourselves with delusions, to deal
with the actual circuinstances of the caso.  What LT hape is, that
Austria will be prevented by the Great Puwers from perpetrat-
ing the great wickédness she contemplates. Every paper wo
read gives usreason to believe more dnd more confidentially
everytay that she will be ‘so prevented. We are told that
England 1s protesung ; that France is beginning to discover
