POLICE COMMITTEE
Report of Meeting, held the 7th of September.

Present: Ald. St. Denis, chairman, stearns, Walsh, Mar-
chand, Wilson, Paquin and Chaussé.

The chairman made a few remarks which were to the
effect that all present knew the facts of the Lalonde-Coté
affair and that details were superfluous; that detective Coté
had merited dismissal for what had happened.

Ald. .Chaussé and Marchand approved of the remarks of
the chairman.

Detective-in-chief Carpenter was heard, and gave a good
character to detective Coté.

Ald. Wilson advised the Committee to take no hasty ac-
tion in such a matter. There might have been an irregula-
rity committed, but in justice to the accused, detecive Coté,
should be heard.

Mr. Honoré Gervais, K.C. addressed the Committee on

behalf of detecive Coté. e urged that papers be put be-
fore this Committee specifying the charges against his client.
Ald. Walsh drew the Committee’s attention to the fact
that according to usual practice and to a resolqtlon of his
Committee passed on the 8th March 1902, chief Legault
should have made a report to this Committee on the sub-
ject. To which, chief Legault replied that he refrained from
doing so, because detective in chief Carpenter had told him
that there was nothing in this case against detective Coté.
