Mi. subject ta the authority it may delegate ta the. Director General, ta approve al
grants or contributions that arc offcred to the Network;

n. ta aversee borrowing, major expansion, including the. acquisition of major
eqwiprent and facilities, and the disposai of major assets;

0. ta adopt conflict of interest guidelines applicable ta, the Board and ta monitor their
implementation; and

p. ta perform ail other acts that may b. considered n eccssary, suitable and proper for
the attainment of the mission and purposes~ of the Network.

3. The Board may establish suai subsidiary committees sait deems necessary for the
performance of its functions.

ARTICLE 11 -Procedares of the Board

Vating by the Board of Trustees is regulated as follows:

a. Eacli member of the Board lias ane vote, exccpt tie Director Qeneral wlio lias no
vote,

b. The Chairpersan of the Board bas a casting vote; and

c. Every effort shahl b. expended ta reaci 4ecisions by way of consensus. In tihe
eveit thati t is not posuible to reacb a consensus on a particular ruatter, a decision
on it will b. reached by asimple majority of voting memrbers, except if anatier
uuority is provided for in titis Agreement
