Vaillancowrt is Honorary Lieutenant-Colonel of the Canodizn
Officers Training Corps, University of lMontreal Contingent.
He is the zuthor of mony works on Cancdian history; inter-
national politics, zrchazeology ond geneology. He was appointed”
Canada's first Envoy Extraordincry and Minister Plenipotenticn
to the Repubiic of Cuba in 1945 and become Minister to Yugo-
slavia in 1947.
