Now Kxow YE, that for divers causes and considera-
tions, and taking into consideration the ease and convenience of Our Loving Subjects,
We have thought fit, by and with the advice of Our Privy Council for Canada, to
relieve you, and each of you, of your attendance at the time aforesaid, hereby convok-
ing and by these presents enjoining you, and each of you, that on TUEsSDAY, the
TFourTeENTH day of the month of SEPTEMBER next, you meet Us in Our Parliament of
Canada, at Our City of Ottawa, there to take into consideration the state and welfare
of Our said Dominion of Canada, and therein to do as may seem necessary. IEREIN

Grey of Howick, in the County of Northumberland, in the Peerage of the
United Kingdom, and a Baronet; Knight Grand Cross of Our Most Distin-
guished Order of Saint Michael and Saint George, Knight Grand Cross of
Our Royal Victorian Order, &c., &ec., Governor General and Commander in
Chief of Our Dominion of Canada.
