Page 13. Strike out lines 35, 36, 37, 38, 39, 40 and 41, and substitute the
following in lieu thereof:-

into force of the relevant Part of this Act on, in, or in respect of the Great Lakes
or St. Lawrence River, or the part of Canada, or the highway to which the
application for a licence relates, the applicant was bona fidc engaged in the
business of transport, and".

Clauses 28, 29, 30 and 31 were rend and agreed ta.
Title again read and agreed to.
Preamble again read and agreed to.
