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Privilege-Mr. Ste vens

Therefore, 1 think our first priority should be to continue to
seek a much higher level of Canadian content in Japanese
vehicles sold in Canada, North America generally and in
world markets, and continue to monitor the situation in liglit
of what U.S. authorities might do and the level of Japanese
imports. Jncreasing Canadian content should be our first
priority.

Mr. Gamble: Madam Speaker, the minister will recognize
the non-tariff barriers of which 1 spoke are supported by the
governmcnt of Japan and encouraged by that government.
They have been very successful for years in keeping out the
importation of Canadian manufactured goods. The minister
wilI also recognize that France has imposed a quota. There is a
bill in the U.S. Congress ta impose a quota on the importation
of these cars. 1 should think the minister would be very
concerned about the interest of Canadian auto workers, some
of whom live in his own riding. When wilI the government take
it upon itsclf to form a lead in this area rather than act like a
jellyfish able to be pushed around by a foreign government and
its commercial interests?

Mr. Gray: Madam Speaker, the Japanese government, like
other members of the GATT, did agree to codes to move the
level of non-tariff barriers. I arn sure we expect Japan ta
comply with that code to a no lesser extent than any other
member of the GATT. With respect to the matter of quotas, if
the U.S. Congress legisiates quotas, in my view it wiIl be
necessary for the Canadian authorities to consider taking
parallel action within our own legal framework and in Iight of
our own circumstances. That is why 1 said we are watching the
Canadian situation and the American situation very closely.
Because we have an integrated industry on a North American
basis, 1 think we must be very carefu! about the timing and
extent of our actions.

At the prescrit time 1 think our priorities, in the interests of
Canadian workers, should be to strive to increase the level of
Canadian content in Japanese vehicles sold in North America
and around the world and, in the meantime, to keep in touch
with the situation so that we are ready to take other action in
the interests of Canadian workers and the Canadian economy
should circumstances make that necessary.
