I explained to her that the 
University officially had nothing to do 
with the Orchestra, nor with any difficulties 
she night have with its Director. I told 
her that her work at the University 
satisfactory and that she enjoyed just the 
sane status here now as she ever did. 
also said that X hoped there would be nothing 
but pleasant relations between her and the 
other members of the staff.
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I suggested that in connection with 
her difficulties with the Union, she go to a 
Union meeting, ask for a hearing, and state 
her views clearly and positively, and that, 
with every diffidence, 1 suggested she should 
have done that before she wrote to the head 
of the Union in New York, - an action which 
the Union officials here are likely to resent 
and which will not get her very far.
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
