The city engin-
eer concurs that the improvements on
both sides would menace the city’s ir-
terest and the city solicitor advises that
similar action be taken against roth
parties and a general scheme of Im-
provement be arranged.

Amlfguous Clause is Vital

Must Development Corporations
at Falls Retain Half of De-
veloped Power or Reserve Half
of Amount Licensed for De-
velopment ?

Are the corporations holding fran-
chises for the development of power
on the Canadian side of Niagara Falls
obliged by such agreements to set aside
for Canadian consumption half the
power actually developed up-to-date or
have they the privilege of exporting
half the total amount of power their
franchises allows before considering
Canadian demands? This is the per-
tinent question that must now be ask-
ed of the commissioners who drew up
these agreements.

It is probably the I
problém the Victoria Niagara Falls
Park commission may have to deal
with, and is found in the clause provid-
ing for the retention of half the power
generated by the companies on the
Canadian side for Canadian use. The
existence of an ambiguity in the word-
ing of the clause leaves open a loop hole
by which, taking advantage of it, the
companies may have Canadian con-
sumers at their mercy. It is a ques-
tion of vital importance, and one which
the commissioners should have to set-
tle within a very short time in view
of reports that the companies are al=
ready exporting power in large quanti-
ties across the border, apparently re-
gardless of the restriction. The clause
in the various agreements is practi-
cally the same, and requires only that
the power be ‘“available” for the ise
of Ontario municipalities when requir-
ed. The specific clause in the agree-
ment with the Electrical Development
Co. reads as followsi

What Does “Avallable” Mean ?

“1t is hereby expressly provided that
one-half of the power to .be generated
hereunder shall from time to time be
available for the use of any municipal-
ity or municipalities within the Pro-
vince of Ontario for the purpose of
operating a municipal system of light-
ing, heating or other public utilities
* *# % to be delivered at and taken from
the company’s transformer houses at
the works of the company at Niagar
Falls, and whenever the additional elec-
trical, pneumatic or other horse-power
or any part thereof to be generated vn-
der this agreement shall be available
for use, then the company shall supply
to such municipalities as shall make
application therefore, one-half the caid
power.”

appeared was thrown out by the legisla-
ture, but its purport is the same as the
clauses in various agreements that Muve
been duly ratified, For instance, that!
with the Mackenzie, Nicholls and Pel-,
latt syndicate, made in January, 1903,
reads: ‘“The syndicate whenever re- |
quired shail, from the electricity or|
pneumatic power generated under thlsi
agreement, supply the same in Can-
ada to the extent of ‘any quantity not
lesg than one-half the quantity gene-|
rated.”
Where Danger Lies.

1t will be seen the clauses are gimi-
lar in purport and a closer scrutiny will
disclose the vagueness that has ('ro,p!:l
in as a source of danger to the rights
of Ontario power users who desire to
share in the results of the development
of power at Niagara.
