Tuesday night next the Town of Galt 
will decide to accept or to refuse aa 
electric lighting contract that will tie 
its hands for five yeg-.s. Spiers and 
McCullough, a local firm, nave had the 
contract" for lighting the s rc-e.s of Galt 
for years, but the contract expired last 
April, and the city has declined hither­
to to enter Into another bargain, con­
fidently believing that the Hydro-Elec­
tric Commission had solved or would 
solve the problem of cheap power.

Recently, however, arguments nave 
been put forward to urge the council 
to renew the contract for five further 
years. The proposal came before the 
councillors last Monday and was put 
over till the coming Monday. It is ar­
gued that Spiers ahd McCullough can 
refuse to supply light for the town un­
less It enters into a Contract, this in 
spite of the fact that the Town of 
Waterloo has also refused to. tie itseix 
to a contract and <s still getting its 
light from former contractors..

It is further urged that the Conmee 
Act compels the Town of Galt tp enter 
into a five-year contract with the dis­
pensers of electric light, au argument 
that will appeal only to the lgnoraçt.

Other arguments, all couched m fa­
miliar languitge, are made iu order to 
undermine confidence in the scheaties of 
the Hydro-Electric Commission.

Spiers and iMCCullough promise to 
supply an all-night electric light ser­
vice tor 26 cents a light lu addition to 
a bonus of $800, which they claim will 
recompense them for keeping the lights 
on from 12 to 6 a.m.
