Ie was pale
and excited, and she asked him: what
was the matter with him, a gquestion
which he did not answer. May 15 she
saw him again, and asked him ubout
the disappearance of his wife. He said
that he did not know where she was,
and was as innocent as the sun in the
sky. She told him she believed he was
guilty, and Luetgert replied that he felt
like taking n revelver and killing him-
self. He would do so, he said, but for
the children. Mrs. Tosch said Luetgert
asked her what she had heard from the
detectives who were around her saloon
nnlrl what she had seen or heard her-
self.

Mrs. Tosch was subjected to a severe
eross-examination, during which she was
asked if she did not know Luetgert was
ont of the city when his wife was taken
sick with throat trouble. - Judge Vineent
asked her if she did not say to Luetgert
on May 15 that if he knew his wife as
svell as she (Mrs. Tosch) knew her, he
would let her go and not worry about

er.

She declared she did not make this
statement. She was then asked if she
¢id not suggest to Luetgert that he
could come to her house with the two
children to live. and she would be a
mother to the children.

Her answer was an emphatic no.

What the Watchman Said.

CUBAN REBELS SURPRISED.

The Spanish Troops Came FUpon Them Un-

expectedly and Scattered Them.
Havana, Aug. 31.—A Spanish column,
consisting of 1200 men of all arms,
under the command of General Luque
and Colonel Sotemayer, recently: left

Holguin, Province of Santiago de Cuba;
with thé intention of attacking an in-
surgent force which cccupied a strongly-
fortified position at Sabana de Bocorro.
The troops camped nine miles from the
enemy,'s. position without being observed,
and during: the night the Spanish com-
mander ordered two guerilla companies
and three companies of Spanigh infantry
to surprise the enemy. The Spanish
forces approached close to the insurgent
comp and then rushed upon it under
heavy fire from two sides and captured
it. The insurgents were completely
taken by surprise, and fled in disorder,
with the loss of 60 men killed, accord-
ing to the official report, and carried
away their wounded.

The insurgent general, Estrada, is
said to have been wounded in both legs.
