HALF OF CANADA STOLEN,

How Franklin Buchred the British Diplo«
mats Out of Half of Canada.

-Before the Revolutionary War, Canada In-
cluded most of the territory now known as
Canada and also that now known as Michl«
gan, Ohio, Indlana, Illinois 2nd Wisconsin.

In 1782-3, when the British were negotiat.
ing for. peace with the revolting colonles
a Mr, Oswald was the British diplomat. He
was very generous, and proposed to give up
to the United States the whole of Canada,
and actually made an arrangement where-
by what is now the Province of Ontario
and all the valley of the Ohio and the Mis-
sissippl were to be given up. Ontario wus
recovered, but the remainder was lost for.
ever. The whole story of these disastrous
negotiations is told by Thomas Hodgins,
Q.C., in the March Canadian Magazine.
