Your Directors hare much pleasure in 
meeting the shareholders of the Amalgam­
ated Company at Its first annual meeting, 
and of placing before yôu statements show­
ing the yeer s operations and the steady 
progress of the Corporation.

I regret that we are unable to hold this 
meeting In our uew room, but the altera 
tlous rendered necessary by our tncrenseu 
business have not, as you see, been com­
pleted.

Again, where member# of the family are 
appointed trustees, executors, etc., not In­
frequently it happens great pressure is 
brought to bear upon them by beueticlaries 
to encroach upon the trusts, very often to 
the detriment of the parties and destruc­
tion of the estate. We, of course, are re­
moved from Influences of this nature, and 
the creators of trusts may rest satisfied 
that In our hands the trusts will be strictly 
carried out.

Again, It often happens, where private 
Individuals are trustees, executors aud the 
like, estates suffer, because, no mutter b<>w 
honest In Intentions the trustees may be, 
they have not the business experience to 
discharge their duties; and, again, aud a 
very Important matter, these duties dis­
charged by us are done at much less 'ex­
pense than when performed by private in­
dividuals. 1 make hold to state thle, and 
anyone questioning what I say can easily 
ascertain the accuracy of my statements.
