The Removal From ‘Philadelphia,

One hundred years ago the transfer of
the seat of Government was made from
Pinladelphia to -Washington, and the site
previously selected by Pregldent Washing-
ton was taken possession’of by the vari-
ous branches of government, i
dent and Mrs.'© Adams driving over
from Philadelphia and the Senate and
House holding their sessions here for
the first time. Ion months Wgshlgmn
had been preparing for a fitting comune-
moration of this Interesting historieal
event, an dthe celebration to:day. was de-
signed to brlng out the developments which
a century had brought forth, both In the
capital and in the nation.

The Streets Were Filled.

From an early hour to-day the streets
were filled with an eager and expe:tant
throng. Pennsylvania-avenue was a blaze
of color from end to end, the business
houses being hung with bunting, flags and
patriotic devices. The great public oulld-
ings added their share to the brilllancy of
the spectacle.
