_ Editor World: As the newspapers are
full of interest regarding increase of
salaries of school teachers, firemen,
policemen, corporation &and .business
employes and laboring classes, and
these are the days of the “full dmg\er
pail,” I would like to call your atten-
tion to that deserving class of em-
ployes, the postoffice department. You
see them attending to=their duties
wherever you may go from daylight to
midnight- I have gone into the case
'very thoroly and will deal with the,
Toronto postoffice, as that office seems
to be the most poorly pald according
to the work Wone, The Toronto office,
according to the Postmaster-General's
last report, does as much busifiess as
Montreal, Hamilton and -Winnipeg put
together, and. there are 82 efmployes
less on jthe pay roll of the Toronto of-
fice than the other three. Here are
the figures according to the last issue
of the civil service lst: Montreal of-
fice, 228 erhiployes; Hamilton omce,’xl
\employes; Winnipeg office, 42; showm'g
a total of 351 against Toronto office’s

A.t an average of $500 a year, this
would mean a saving ot $41,000 in fa-
vor of the Toronto office in saiary
alone,

Should Have a Raise,

There are 30 third-class clerks in the

Toronto office who have been there

any increase in their salaries in from
four to fifteen years. Now, what busi-
ness man in Canada would hsve a
clerk in his employ for ten yéars with-
out increasing his salary, especially in
these times of “the full pail” I have
been informed that they are promoted
when vacancies occur. I have also
been informed that there are several
vacancies at the present time, and no
promotions have taken place. But be
