BREA N WHEAT PRCES
WTH THO PONT DRU

Chicago Weaker on Reports of
Heavy American Domestic
Holdings.

EXPORT BUYING HALTS

Expected Collapse of Turkey
Said to Be Affecting Liver-
pool Values.

CHICAGO, March 8.—Wheat suffer-

chiefly owing to a general selling rush
that anticipated the government report
this afternoon, showing immense do-
mestic holdings still in Treserve on
farms. The market, altho unsettled at
the close, was 2¢ to 2 6-8c net lower,
with May $1.10 7-8 and July at $1.09.
Corn finished 5-8¢ to 3-4c down, oats
oft 1-4c to 8-8c, and provisions vary-
ing from 123c to 16c down to a rise
of T¥%c.

Breaks which began in the price of
wheat as soon as the market opened
were at no time in the session over-
come to more than a mederate extent.
It was generally concedéd that the of-
ficial total on farm reserves would be
well’ above 200,000,000 bushels, and
there was little, if any, surprise in the
actual figures announced after the
market had closed—241,717,000 bush-
els. Special significance was attached
to the estimate, as predictions were
current that increased shipments were
now looked for daily from Argentina
and Australia. Besides, the continued
lack of any important export buying
in the United States served further to
discourage the bulls. :

According to a view prevalent among
bears, the virtual halt in foreign buy-
ing of wheat in the United States was
largely the result of hopes on the part
of the Anglo-French allies that suc-
cessful pounding of Turkey would re-
sult soon in that country being forced
to make peace. It was added that Bul-
garia was expected to follow suit.
About the only transactions with Eu-
rope today were said to be for Belgian
relief.

Corn ranged downward: in sympathy
with wheat, and because of favorable
weather for the movemerit of the do-
mestic crop. Furthermore, traders dis-
counted a bearish crop report from
Washington and responded a little to a
decline at Liverpool. In oats, as in
other grain, the government report was
correctly expected to be bearish. For
the most part, however, oats traders
were guided by the action of wheat
and corn,

Provisions averaged lower under the
influence of the downturn in the value
of cereals.
