Many local steamship agents are
hard put to it to find bassages Lo the
Cape and Durban for the applicants
who' are anxious to broceed to that
courtry. 'In past years and up to a
Short time back the usual plan was
ko send a Canadian passenger ' for
South Africa first to England and then
tranship' him on a Union-Castle
steamer to the Cape. A few weeks
back the Melville-Davis steamship
agency of Toronto street, who do a
big .South African booking business,
received word from England not to
send any more passengers via London
unless they were brepared to stay in
the English capital for Some period.
The English companies said they had
10,000 people waiting for passages to
the Cape and there was no let up of
new applicants to fill the places of
those for whom accommodation was
secured, :

New Route to Africa.

A new route to South Africa from
Canada had to be found, said Captain
Melville yesterday, in discussing the
matter. Applications for transporta-
tion to the Cape began to pile up and
his agency had to look about for a
new service. The Cunard  Company
came to the rescue so far as Canada
and the United States were concern-
ed. The company to some extent di-
verted their Australian traffic from
New York so as to take in South
Africa. They have two routes—one
boat ‘goes via the canal to Australia,
then to the Cape and back to New
York. The alternate steamer goes
bv the ocean route to the Cape, tmuu
on to Amstralia and returhs to the
States via the canal. “This Cunard
service is helping us out fairly well,
said Captain Melville, but we could
do with a lot more accommodation
considernig the number of applica-
tions for space. The fare from To-
rorto to the Cape is somewhere in the
neighborhood of two hundred dol-
lars.”

Unless more steamers become avail-
‘@ble between London (England) and
the Cape it is expected that many
English passengers will cross the At-
lautic during the coming spring and
summer to proceed to South Africa
via New York and the Cunard Line, -

farmer, Training on *“land” means, in |
sea language, training on a ship made
fast to the side of a dock.or in a
harbor or moored in a river ‘mouth.
For the past sixty years Britain's
naval officers Have 'been trained either
on the old Britannia and Hindustan,
moored stem to stern in Dartmouth‘
harbor, and for the past ten years in
colleges on shore. Seamen and petty
officers have been‘trained on the Vic-
tory in Dartmouth harbor, on dummy
ships actually built on shore, in island
schools, ‘Bugh ag Whale Island. The
merchant marine officers, meanwhile,
have learned their bysiness on the old
hulks, Conway. and Worcester. All
that is necessary to complete the train.-
ing is the use of launches, pinnaces,
sailing hoats of smalll tonnage, with
occasional half-day cruises in steam
tenders, such’as the Racer, or con-
verted auxiliary steam yachts such
as the Wave. It might be stated as
a fact that no British royel naval sea-
man; has-ever been trained at sea’ for
the past half-century. Such a system
could easily be carried out in inland
hdrbors, such as Toronto; :
Returned Officer’s Views. -
Captain Melville, who, 18 a ‘retired
officer. of the British navy, told The
World he had not as ‘yet - cdarefully
considered Admiral Jellicoe's propos-
als, but he could see no objection to
training the boys and men on “land.”
