for tae answering of the question-
naireg, the board will resort to the
means available to compel compliance
witly. “1¥s - order and to punish non-
compliants, © The - board’s -ugexl}_ent
follows: )

On"January 31 the time limited by
the questionnaire addressed Dy.the

board of commerce of Canada to
various textile manufacturers expired.
On that date no Canadian textile
manufacturer had complied with the
terms of such questionnaire. Since
that date  several communications by
letter ijave been received from indi-
vidua] manufacturers, but none of such
manufacturers have complied with the
terms of section 19 of the combines
axd fair, prices act, which provides
that in the case of necessity for
extension of time to answer ques-
tionnaires there must be “special ap-
lication’” . to the beard. Such letters
as have been received by the board
aave|been considered by it to evince
a lack of any sincere attempt to comply
withr the board’s requirements. Most
of the questions included in the board's
questiommaire are answerable at sight.
Failed to Explain,

No manufacturer who has yet ad-
dressed the board, infdrmally as men-
tioned, has attempted to explain the
reasons for entire omission to answer
the bulk of the questions asked. The
reasons provided for asking extension
of time have been of the flimsiest
character. The board has answered
all such requests in similar terms, to
the effect that applications for exten-
sion “of time ‘must be supported by
affidavit- or statutory declaration, and
must® disclose not merely the reasons
far ‘€xtenston ‘of time, but also reasons
why,. each - ‘specific question of the
questionnaire had not been answered,
and cannot Be answered forthwith.

Allow Up to Feb. 10.

The -board has' further advised the
applicants. that unless on or hefore
Feb. 10 -formal application has been
made for extension of time, and such
application has been made, supported
by dffidavit or stdtutory declaration,
disclosing as -aforesaid the companies
in default and their directors and offi-
cers :acquies¢ing will bé prosecuted as
for default. /E :in defamit are guilty
of an indictable offence, companies
and-directors and officers cumulative-
ly, for a penalty not exceeding $5000
fine, or to imprisonment not exceeding
two years, or to both fine and impri-
sonment., | B

The companies have also been: ad-
viséd that in addition to prosecution,
they, their office staffs and books and
records, will. be subpoerded to Otta-
wa for "public ihvestigation and the
necessary information will be extract-
ed by that means. The board has
power to enter the premises and seize
the books’ and records’ of these com-
panies,. which action, if the board de-
cides that' it is being attempted to
frustrate ‘its efforts, it will not hesi-
tate to take. The board has notified
the companies concerned that it will
impose, upon them severally such costs
as the securing of the necessary legal
and accountancy expert assistance
may; entail in the event of it being
necessary for the board to resort to
the processes mentioned. The board is
satisfled that no serious attempt has
as yet been made to comply with the
terms of its questionnaires. It is re-
solved that its lawful demands shall
be complied with.

Desire Understanding.

This statement is issued so that all
concerned- may clearly understand
that applications for extension of time
to this' court must be made in the
same manner as to other courts, and
that . the requirements of this court
must be as seriously received as the
requirements of any other court.

The board appreciates that, as the
result of certain ill-advised efforts of
some to whom questionnaires had
been addressed, the board’s question-
naires to the textile manufacturers
have been, up to the present, practic-
ally ignored. The board, notwith-
standing, is open to receive’ and to
consider: all bona fide and properly
made applications for extensions of
time. But the board cannot  in any
case permit that questions which can-
not be answered for‘t‘ﬁ‘m\th shall stand
over indefinitely. \ \

“Accidental death”” was tae wverdict
returned, by a corener's jury at the

morgue Jlast night in connection with
the death of Alexander Campbell, who
was Tatelly burned at 315 CHurch street
on Jan. 25.
The evidence showed that Campbell
had been drinking ' heavily during the
evening in company with Norman Barc-
lay, a nephew. In some unkn,wn man-
ner his clothes caught fire and  when
found by the proprietor of ihe HO
g was in a critical condit’on. He died
soon after. L

Norman Barclay, who was placed un-
der arrest by the policé on a charge of
drunkenness following the accident,
testified that he and his uncle had been
drinking heavily. He himself became 80
drunk that he was incapable of remem-
‘bering what happeéned after about &
o'clock in ‘the afternocon and did not re-
collect anything about the fire or of hav-
ing changed his sleeping quarters from
the room in which Campbell was burn-
ed to death to the the next room, where
he was found by one of the firemen. He
remembered his uncle having fallen to
the floor and of having pickéd him up
and placing him on the bed. This was
the dast he remembered, however, until
next morning when he woke up in the
police station. He bore his uncle no ill
feeling whatever; in fact he was one of
his best friends.
Chief Coroner A. J. Johnson, who per-
formed the post-mortem examination,
stated that death was due to the shock
from such a large surface being burned.
In the advanced stage of Bright's dis-
ease, in which he found the deceased, it
was quite probable that the ligquor had
effected him to such an extent that he
had become dizzy and fallen into the
fire. There were no signs of any ex-
ternal violence.

Bad Liquor.

“The liquors that are
deaths are some liquors we never thin
of as being used as beverages,” said
the chief coroner, adding that some of
these poor liquors set up such a condi-
tion as was seen in the case of this
man. . &
During the course of .his diagnosis of
the physical condition of the deceased an
interesting statement was made by the
chief coroner. It was to the effeet that
“over 90 per cent. of the bodies received
at the morgue were tubercular.” Going
still further, Dr. Johnson stated . that
“probably 756 per cent. of the people. of
Toronto had tuberculosis in some shape
or_form.”
Martin G. Tustin, proprietor of the
house in which Campbell met his death,
testified to his being awakened out of
bed hy a passerby on the street, who
informed him that flames were {0 be
seen in the front of his house. Hs im-
mediately rushed upstairs and found the
curtains and part of the matress on
fire. Ceampbell was-lying on- the-floor,
eight feet from the grate, with his cloth-
ing all burned off him. He dragged him
from the burning room and first ail was
administered by the firemen, who had
arrived by that. time.

Mr. Dewart, in part, said: Apart
altogether from the extraordinary in-
trusion of Mr. Manning Doherty  into
the riding of East Kent, either as a
candidate or with a tempting bait
that he will be a minister of the
crown who may be able to give you
other favors, there are other matters
to which I desire to refer, so far as
they affect Mr. Doherty’'s political ca-
Teer.. J
Mr. Doherty undertook to° ap-
peal to the voters of Peel county last
October as a U.F.O. candidate. He
was ignominiously defeated.” The vote
was: Kennedy (Con.), 4569; Lowe
(Lib.), 4464; Doherty (U.F.0.), 2350.
Mr. Lowe, who had demonstrated that
the county of Peel would not stand
for even profiteering by the painting
of horses' faces, and who had redeem-
ed the county against a miserable
profiteer in 1915, was the Liberal can-
didate. There was also a Conserva-
tive candidate—Major Kennedy, who,
in a three-corner fight that Mr.
Doherty forced upon us, was elected.
But Mr. Doherty, after many years of
absence in New Brunswick, suggested
to the United Farmers of Peel that
he was a United Farmer. Those who
knew him in Peel rejected him upon a
vote, under which he polled an ap-
proximate one-fifth of the votes of the
voters in the constituency.

‘When the general elections
were fought out upon the issue
of a limited. degree of reciprocity
between Canada and the United States—
an issue in which all the farmers of the
province of Ontario were interested as
a reasonable declaration of financial
freedom—Mr. Doherty took his place in
the ranks of those who were opposed toy
reciprocity and was one of the platform
speakers who night after night informed
the people of New Brunswick of the evils
which would result in Canada if we had
any degree of reciprocity with the Unit-
ed States.

Mr. Manning Doherty was interested
as general manager of the Maritime
Dredging and Construction . Co., Ltd.,
and registered in Ottawa as a resident
of St. John when the new company was
incorporated under a Donfinion charter,
on the '28th December, 1911.

Mr. Dewart went on to show that,
from 1912 to 1919 this company had re-
ceived a total of $3,529,379 from the Do-
minion government for work done, The
speaker charged that Mr. Doherty was,
in effect, a profiteering contractor, and
had influenced the government at Otta-
wa to secure the contract upon which
his company worked.
