Slavin, who is now a sergeant in the 
Canadian Scottish, writes in a breezy 
style, and in the opening paragraph says;

“It is more than probable that a good 
many readers may wonder what a re­
tired pugilist, turned soldier In his 86th 
year, can have to say about the inner 
feelings Of the colonies and the Empire 
and the war, that is, anythi\? worth 
reading.

“That wonder is quite natural, for, I 
suppose, very few people in these is­
lands hare ever heard anything about me 
or about my life outside the boxing ring. 
But, as a matter of fact, I became a 
professional pugilist more or less by ac­
cident, as most professional pugilists 
have done.

“My accident, if I may say so, was 
directly due to the centuries old antag­
onism between Ulster and the rest of 
Ireland, and made me not only a pugil­
ist, but a politician as well—of a kind.”

He explained he was a fervent Home 
Ruler and because some near neighbors 
of his to Australia were confirmed 
Orangemen, he learned boxing so as to 
be able to trounce the sons between 
whom and himself there was a deadly 
political feud.

With characteristic directness he has 
some well needed advice for stay at 
hoine Englishmen.

“Those of you,” he says, “who have 
lived out all your days in England and 
have both abused and absorbed abuse 
of the Empire and its management may 
think- you know all there is to know 
about the Empire, but you cannot A 
man has to experience the roughest of 
rough times both under the Union Jack 
and a few other flags before he can be­
gin to understand everything that the 

means.”
