After the rescue, he coolly 
donned his overcoat, returned home to 
change his clothes, and proceeded to 
his office in the city.

Major Dodge went overseas with the 
2nd Divisional Ammunition Column as 
a non-commissioned officer and re­
ceived his commission in the field. He 
had a lengthy term of service in the

Mr. Gallagher paid a visit to Monc­
ton about a year ago and was wel­
comed warmly by many of his old 
friends. On his return to his home 
in the west he was compelled to un­
dergo an operation, one leg being 
amputated. He never fully recovered 
from the shock.

Mr. Gallagher was born In Mount 
Charles, County Donegal, Ireland, 80 
years ago, and was twice married. He 
is survived by his second wife, form­
erly Miss Driscoll, two sons, Justin, 
in Boston; Dr. Patrick, in Winnipeg, 
and one daughter, Mrs. McGrath, wife 
of Dr. McGrath, Fredericton.
