UL AUTHORTY

'Action Taken by Indian Na-
.’ tionalist Congress.

Policy. of Non-Violence is
Adopted — Many Natives
Look on Leader as Being
Possessed of Supernatural
Power.

Ahmedabad, British India, Deec. 29.—
A resolution adopted by the special
committee of the Indian Nationalist
Congress yesterday favoring continua-
tion of Mahatma Gandhi’s policy of non-
violence includes a clause  declaring
Gandhi the sole executive authority of
the movement, with full power over the
congress and its organization. It pro-
vides, however, that neither Gandhi nor
any of his successors to the leadership
be authorized, in case they are arrested,
 to conclude peace with the government
without previous sanction of the con-
gress

Organization of public méetings, which
are forbidden by law, is urged, and all
Indians are exhorted to join the Khalifat
volunteers and to submit quietly to ar- \
rest. The resolution is to be presented
to the full congress for approval.

London, Dec. 29.—The popular belief
in India that' Mohandas Keramohand
! Gandhi, the Nationalist leader, who is
| styled “Mahatma,” possesses supernat-
ural powers is growing, writes the Bom-
i bay correspondent of the Westminster

Gazette.

. “Mahatma” means “wonder worker”
and was the title given Gandhi months
! ago, when there conld be found in out
| of the way Indian villages people who
jbelieved that he could stop bullets, heal
' diseases, replace severed limbs, and the
‘like. Gandhi at that time assured his
followers that he could not work
miracles and was therefore not “Mahat-
ma.”

Within the last few weeks, however,
' the ignorant villagers’ belief in his power
has revived through the appearance of a
cotton-like material on the leaves. of cer-
tain trees. They declared that Gandhi
was making cotton grow in this way so
as to defeat the object of the govern-
ment, which is buying up the entire eot-
ton crop for export.. The non-co-
operators have been trying to persuade
all Indians to use no cotton cloth save
that of native spinning and weaving.

Berlin, Dec. 29—Dr. Walter Rathenau
left last night for Paris, where he will
unoﬁicially represent the Wirth govern-
ment at a discussion of the reparations
commission, although official quarters de-
clare that his trip is in a wholly private
capacity.

That the Cannes conference will initi-
ate a general movement for revision or
ameloriation of the present reparations
policy is believed in official .quarters in
Berlin and there is an inclination to as-
sume that the forthcoming parleys be-
tween the premiers will delay or fore-
stall decisive procedure by the repar-
ations commission or prevent concrete
recommendations to the supreme council
respecting the January gnd February
payments. :

Dr. Rathenau’s trip to Paris is thought
to be inspired by M. Loucheur, a French
minister of liberated regions, who Is said
to have a high regard for the former’s
“husiness-like” qualities and is also con-
vinced of his influence with the Wirth
cabinet.
