connceted with the case for the last twelve
years might be liable to suits for dam-
ages. Mr. Mullan had twice carried his
case to the general assembly and lost it
both times. The restoration should be
preceded by a comfession that they had
been in the wrong and the application
should originate from those in the wrong
and not from the Presbytery.

Regarding the application for license to
solemnize marriage Mr. Ross said it was
not the first false affirmation which had
been made. A deed had previously been in-
validated for the same reason. Mr. Mullan
was a foolish old man and until these
things were cleared away there could be
no restoration. The concellation of the li-
cense was the first etep, and the govern-
ment had not even referred to their last
communication on the subject. He urged
that a public_confession was necessary
fore the Presbytery could -act. “Unless a
public staiement is made there are people
in Stanley who will not submit to Mr.
Mullan’s return. I cannot see my way clear
under the present circumsetances to vote
for his restoration and I must refuse to
do go0.”

Suggestion by Rev. Mr. McCaskill

Rev. Mr. McCaskill said he sympathized
with Mr. Ross’ attitude but since listening
to Doctor Smith he felt that the miatter
might be arranged through a difféerent pro
cedure. He suggested that Mr. Mullan
should, come before the Presbytery as a
member of the Church of Scotland and ap-
ply for admission. Mr. Mullan had the
authority of the government for sonsider-
ing himself a member of the Church of
Scotland, although this was in opposition
to the verdict of the courts of the ¢hurch
rand the equity court.

Doctor Smith said that he had merely
pointed out that the people had justifica-
tion for thinking that they were acting
honestly.
